1. His navy won a major battle at Preveza under Khayr ad- Din, and his court included the architect Sinan and his vizier Ibrahim. He died while besieging the fortress of Szigetvar, and the later years of his reign where filled with civil struggles between his sons. But he is most famous for subduing Louis II of Hungary in a 1526 battle and for his expansionist campaign against the Safavids. FTP identify this Ottoman sultan whose 46 year reign saw great military and cultural advancements for the Turkish empire inherited from his father Selim the Grim.

Answer: _Suleyman I_ or the _Magnificent_

2. This class of substances was first discovered in 1889 by the Austrian botanist Friedrich Reinitzer, who studied them along with Otto Lehmann. The nematic forms have long molecules all aligned in the same direction, but otherwise randomly arranged, while the cholesteric and smectic phases also have aligned molecules. Identify these substances sometimes called mesophases that blend the properties of two different states of matter, which, FTP, are often used in the displays of portable computers, calculators, and wristwatches.

Answer: _liquid crystal_ (accept mesophase on an early buzz)

3. Eliot quotes "Seven Old Men" in "The Wasteland;" and its "The Mask" is dedicated to Ernest Christophe, while "The Swan" is for Victor Hugo. Other animal subjects include the albatross and "Cats" who the speaker calls "friends of science and ecstasy." Though "A Voyage to Cythera" opens in a pastoral manner its topic quickly becomes a decomposing body. Usually divided into sections with titles roughly translating as "Parisian Landscapes," "Wine, Death, and Revolt," it begins with the part "Spleen and Ideal," yet its most famous line comes from the preface and declares that the reader is both "a hypocrite and a brother." FTP identify this poetry collection published in 1857, a work by Charles Baudelaire.

Answer: _Les Fleurs du Mal_ or _Flowers of Evil_

4. Early works, which he would later disparage, include _Your Black Eyes _ and _The Loves of Ines _. His relationship with Dukas led to an elegiac piece called _For the Tomb of Dukas _, and introduced his work to the rest of Europe. After adapting _Othello _ to music, he joined the Teatro de Arte where he met Lorca. But, with the coming of the Civil War, works like _Love, the Magician _ and _The Short Life _ were not considered nationalist enough, leading to his study of Catalan and work on his final piece _L’ Atlantida _, left unfinished at his death in Buenos Aires. FTP identify this Madrid-born composer whose best known works include _Nights in the Gardens of Spain _ and _The 3 Cornered Hat _.

Answer: Manuel _de Falla _

5. After the hero shows his mastery of the "dim mak" and snatches a coin from an overzealous Middle-Eastern competitor, he beds the reporter who is looking for a story on the competition. The cheesiest sequence definitely occurs when special agents, one of whom is played by Forrest Whittaker, chase him around Hong Kong. During the tournament he overcomes the crippling of his friend Jackson as well as the treachery of the always menacing Bolo Yeung who plays the Kumite (Kew-mi-tey) champion Chung Li. FTP identify this martial arts classic featuring Jean Claude Van Damme in his breakout role as Frank Dux.

Answer: _Bloodsport_

6. Eventually resolved by an entente in 1904, it was set in motion after Gabriel Hanotaux promoted an expedition of 150 men to leave from Gabon under the command of Jean-Baptiste Marchand. They reached the namesake fort in July of 1898. Simultaneously, a British force held up at Omdurman and Khartoum reached the same fort three months later under the command of Horatio Kitchener, and a confrontation nearly ensued. FTP identify this climactic incident in a series of Anglo-French colonial disputes in Africa.

Answer: _Fashoda_ incident

7.Its namesake began his economic studies on the “nature of the firm” and its relation to transaction costs. First presented in the 1960 essay “The Problem of Social Cost” it argued against Pigou and stipulated that the manner in which a property right is initially assigned will not affect the efficiency of resource allocation. FTP identify this theorem named after a member of the Chicago School who won the Nobel Prize in 1991.

Answer: Coase’s theorem

8. The name of its discoverer, the Italian anatomist Varoli, is sometimes included in this body part's full name. It consists of the tegmentum, and a larger part composed of masses of neurons that lie among bundles of fibers. The tegmentum includes the reticular formation, which helps facilitate motor function. FTP, identify this tract of fibers that links the medullar oblongata to the midbrain, serving as a bridge to relay impulses between different parts of the brain.

Answer: _pons_ Varolii

9. Stories in this collection include “Sexy” about infidelity and “This Blessed House” about a newlywed couple who find Catholic relics throughout their home. The title story was first published in the New Yorker and concerns a an American family who goes back to India, where on a tour of the Sun Temple at Konarak Mrs. Das revelas her family’s secrets to their smitten guide Mr. Kapasi. FTP identify this story collection, winner of the 2000 Pulitizer Prize for fiction, the first book by Jhumpa Lahiri.

Answer: _Interpreter of Maladies_
10. He was one of the first thinkers to argue that light is reflected before it produces sight, and his own espousal of Atomism was probably influenced by the fact that one of his earliest teachers, Nausiphanes, was a disciple of Democritus. He first taught at Mytilene, where he met his own successor Hermarchus, but eventually moved to Athens where he produced writings like “The Kyriai” and a 37 volume “On Nature” outlining his idea of the “canon” which argues that all sensations are true and that pleasure is the noblest endeavor. FTP identify this Ancient philosopher who founded a school called the garden.  

Answer: _Epicurus_

11. The first were called a “Journey of Reconciliation” and were designed to test the 1946 decision in the Irene Morgan case. They began again in 1961 and after one of the vehicles was firebombed, Alabama governor John Patterson called it a foolish venture, but James Farmer’s organization’s goal of getting to New Orleans by bus would not be denied, and eventually Robert Kennedy had to step in and guarantee federal protection. FTP identify these moving demonstrations against segregated interstate travel which were led by the Congress of Racial Equality.

Answer: the _freedom rides_

12. It can be used to simulate more complex data structures like mergeable heaps, and has a worst case search time on the order of the number of objects, since each object needs to be examined until a match is found, or until a null pointer is reached. Variations include also keeping a previous pointer in order to facilitate traversal, and the circular form, where the head object points to the tail and vice versa. FTP, identify this simple data structure, similar to an array, but which uses pointers to arrange the objects in a linear order.

Answer: _linked list_

13. First published in an 1815 collection initiated by Isaac Nathan it was to be read with musical accompaniment, its true subject is Anne Wilmot whose poetical alter ego remains nameless in all three stanzas. These describe her as raven tressed, with a cheek "so soft, so calm, so eloquent" with "a heart whose love is innocent."  But the most famed lines describe the ways "all that's best of dark and bright/Meet in her aspect and her eyes." FTP identify this lyric the most famed of Lord Byron's _Hebrew Melodies_, whose title completes the line, "like the night."

Answer: _She Walks in Beauty_

14. After taking her consort’s sword swallowing it and spitting it out she produces offspring, she was herself created during a cleansing bath by her father Izanagi from whose left eye she sprang. In another myth even the sexy dancing of Amenouzume does not move her, though she is eventually captured with a sacred rope of rice and brought out of the cave she chose to hide in as protest against the behavior of her brother Susanowo. FTP identify this deity in charge of the Kami, a Shinto sun-goddess from whom the Japanese imperial family claims descent. 

Answer: _Amaterasu_

15. In art books it is often paired with “Both Members of this Club” as the two were completed in 1909. The bottom third of the canvas features numerous heads looking up at the action, while a seedy looking chap with a cigar points forward and looks out at the viewer. The center of the painting is framed by two dark ropes, while of the three central figures the one on the right is the only wearing a shirt, and he seems to be checking for illegal holding as the two combatants lunge savagely at one another. FTP identify this depiction of a boxing match at a particular venue, the most famed work of George Bellows.

Answer: _Stag at Sharkey’s_

16. In 1907, this man patented an arc furnace for melting iron and steel. The son of a tanner, he studied at the Paris School of Mines under Le Chatelier. In 1886, he patented a system which used one large, central graphite electrode in the cell holding the molten material, which was a slightly different approach than the American who  independently discovered the process in the same year. FTP, identify this French metallurgist who developed a process for manufacturing aluminum simultaneously with Charles Martin Hall.

Answer: Paul Louis Toussaint _Heroult_

17. During his time in London this former editor of Pesti Hirlap became friends with Giuseppe Mazzini. He also met privately with Napoleon III to foster a revolt that would give the French the advantage in a war against the country he had rebelled against in 1848. Though he quarreled with his best general, Artur Gorgey, he was elected governor for a short time, before the arrival of the Russian armies began his life of exile, a life that featured incredibly popular lecture tours in England and America. FTP identify this revolutionary statesman who led Hungary in its struggle for independence from Austria.

Answer: Lajos _Kossuth_

18. Townspeople speculate that its protagonist is the legendary Captain Kopeykin in disguise, and Nozdreff offers to play cards for the title objects, but is arrested for a drunken assault before he can interfere with the scheme at the center of this work. Eventually most landowners including Sobakevich and Korobochka, begin to think ill of this same man who arrives in a troika flanked by the valet, Petrushka, and the coachman, Selifan, at the house of Maniloff with the proposition to buy up the names of deceased serfs. FTP identify this 1842 novel about the swindler Pavel Chichikov, a work by Nikolai Gogol.

Answer: _Dead Souls_

19. The Delsberg valley and the Ergolz River, which lie on the north-facing corridor of this mountain range receive little precipitation. Named from a Gaulish term meaning forest its highest peaks include Mount Tendre and La Dole in Switzerland, while Cret de la Neige and Mount Reculet are both in France. FTP identify this range which extends from the Rhone to the Rhine, whose name also dates a geologic period from about 208 to 144 million years ago.

Answer: _Jura_ 
20. Tanasukh identifies the transmigration of souls for this system of belief that first appeared under the dual leadership of the Fatimid caliph al-Hakim and his imam, Hamzah ibn’Ali. Bound by 7 principles of conduct, only an elite core group called the “knowers,” or uqqal, is allowed to participate fully in the religious services described by a text called the hikhma. FTP identify this extremely close-knit religious sect whose members for the most part live in Syria and Lebanon. 

Answer: _Druze_

21. At his request a newspaper published his obituary in advance so that he might enjoy public reaction. He served as mayor of Bridgeport, the same city where he made his home in the oriental mansion Iranistan. He first gained fame by purchasing Scudder’s American Museum and displaying such curiosities as the Feejee mermaid, the dwarf Charles Stratton, and the Siamese twins Chang and Eng. But he is probably most famous for his championing of Jenny Lind and his partnership with James Bailey with whom he displayed an elephant named Jumbo. FTP identify this American showman who popularized the circus as “the greatest show on earth.”

Answer: Phineas Taylor _Barnum _
