1. Fahmi is a nationalistic son, and Zaynab a modern daughter in law, in this novel, that tells the story of a patriarch, his wife, and their five children. The father is an authoritarian at home, but spends each night carousing in nightclubs.  Meanwhile, Amina, is only allowed out of the house to visit her mother. Although first published in 1956, this story of Ahmad Abd ‘al-Jawad was not available in English until 1990, two years after its author won the Nobel Prize.  FTP, name this first novel of the Cairo Trilogy by Naguib Mahfouz.

Answer: _Palace Walk_ or _Between the Palaces_ or _al-Qasrayn_

2. John Bright and Richard Cobden founded a league that mobilized popular support against them. Their protests succeeded in inducing Sir Robert Peel to amend them in 1842, allowing a sliding scale for prices and imports.  Finally abolished in 1846, the first had been passed at the end of the Napoleonic Wars. FTP, name this series of acts that sharply restricted the import of grain into Britain.

Answer: the Corn Laws

3. It can be produced by catalytic hydrogenation of benzene or by fractional distillation of petroleum and 90% of what is produced commercially is used in nylon production. It is a colorless liquid with an odor similar to that of chloroform or benzene and it has two major conformations, one involving the staggering of hydrogens and the other the eclipsing of some hydrogens on neighboring carbons and the presence of two flagpole hydrogens. FTP, name this hydrocarbon with the aforementioned “chair” and “boat” conformations, a cyclic alkane with chemical formula C6H12. 


Answer _Cyclohexane_

4. In 1751, he wrote “Letter on the Deaf and Dumb” which studied the function of language, while two years later he published “An Essay on Blindness” which advocated teaching the blind to read a century before Braille. Notable plays include “The Test of Virtue” and “The Father of the Family”, and his theories on drama advocating greater realism on the stage greatly influenced Gotthold Ephraim Lessing. He wrote the philosophical treatise “D’Alembert’s Dream” and collaborated with D’Alembert to compile a work which would bring out the essential principles and applications of every art and science. FTP, who is mainly known for “The Encyclopedie.”

Answer: Denis Diderot
5. It’s legend appears in the history of many cultures - sometimes determined to save certain lives, sometimes standing by to watch the death of thousands.  Sightings have taken place at Chernobyl, as well as in Chicago, China, and during the Crimean War.  It wasn?t until 1964, however, that the first person saw it in Point Pleasant, West Virginia.  Over the next few years, over 100 spottings occurred, right up until the collapse of the Silver Bridge during rush hour traffic on December 15, 1967.  Forty-six people died.  FTP, identify this omen creature of death whose presence in West Virginia forms the plot of a recent movie starring Richard Gere.


Answer: The _Mothman_

6. The author claims that they were as much revealed to him as written by him in two fits of inspiration roughly ten years apart. The fourth begins “O trees of life when is your winter season?” while the tenth starts “that I may one day, leaving the vision of terror.” The author called them an attempt to view reality from an "angelic" perspective, and angels are a frequent theme. Dedicated to the author's patroness, Princess Marie von Thurn und Taxis, and written between 1911-1922. FTP, identify this cycle of poems written by Rainer Maria Rilke, and named for the castle near Trieste where they were written.


Answer: The _Duino Elegies_

7. A 1967 study by Jones and Harris assigned students to positions supporting or opposing Cuban dictator Fidel Castro. Neutral observers were then asked to read the students’ papers and evaluate whether or not they actually sympathized with Castro. Even though the evaluators were told that the students were forced to adopt their positions, they stubbornly maintained that the authors of pro-Castro essays actually supported the Cuban leader. This study was the first to discover, FTP, what principle of social psychology in which observers underestimate the role of situational factors in the behavior of others?


Answer: fundamental attribution error

8. Their binding capabilities are used in affinity chromatography, when one is attached to a gel and the resulting compound is used to target a particular solute. Attachments to the central atom can be unidentate or bidentate, but the multiple bonds found in polydentate forms create an aromatic structure called a chelate. FTP, identify this term for an atom or molecule that serves as the electron-pair donor to a usually metallic central element.

Answer: ligand
9. Originally trained as a pharmacist, he moved into politics eventually and served as Franklin Delano Roosevelt's campaign manager for his home state in 1944. One of his early political successes was overseeing the merger of his state's Democratic and Farmer-Labor parties in the mid 1940's. He first rose to national prominence when he gave a speech supporting civil rights at the 1948 Democratic convention while still mayor of Minneapolis. FTP, name this long-time senator from Minnesota and vice-president under Lyndon Johnson.


Answer: Hubert H. _Humphrey_

10. Its largest lake, Issyk-Kul, separates two ranges of the Alatau mountains. The nearby Chu and Talas rivers flow northwest into the lowlands of neighboring Kazakstan. In May 1993 it did further damage to its already shaky economy by introducing a new currency, the som. FTP, name this former Soviet republic bordered by Tajikistan and Uzbekistan, where American and French fighter planes are based in the war on terrorism.

Answer: Kyrgyzstan
11. In this opera, the composer and the librettist Ranieri de’ Calzabigi aimed at a noble classical simplicity and avoided “the abuses of excessive ornamentation and other elements that pander to the vanity of the singers” as the composer later explained in his preface to the opera “Alceste”. It includes the celebration of funeral rites by the nymphs and shepherds, and more famously, the Dance of the Furies and the Dance of the Blessed Spirits during the descent through Hades. FTP, what is this three act opera first performed in 1762 and composed by Christoph Gluck.

Answer: Orpheus and Eurydice (or Orfeo ed Euridice)

12. A second marriage to his niece, Martina, was widely blamed for many of the problems that befell the second portion of his reign as Byzantine Emperor, including the loss of Syria and Egypt to the Arabs. The first part, however, was filled with victories over the Sassanid Persians, who occupied large portions of the empire at the time of his accession. FTP, name this Emperor who sailed from Carthage to Constantinople to save the empire from its Persian foes.

Answer: _Heraclius_ I

13. Based on a story taken from Diodorus Siculus, the second to last line echoes a description of Julius Caesar'scollosal magnificence in Shakespeare. First published in Leigh Hunt's _Examiner_ in 1818, a year after it was composed, the acquaintance marvels at the passion displayed by the "shattered visage" and "wrinkled lip" that sit "half-sunk" in the sand. These observations are made by a traveller from a distant land in, FTP, what sonnet by Shelley about the ruined statue of an Egyptian "King of Kings."

Answer: _Ozymandias_

14. H+ ions are used to create a charge gradient. Constituent molecules 

include FMN, ubiquinone, cytochromes, and finaly oxygen. Inputs of 

NAD and to a lesser extent FAD come from the break down of pyruvic acid, glycolysis, and most significantly the Krebs Cycle. Occuring on the inner membrane of the mitochondria, FTP, name this series of chemical reactions, central to aerobic respiration, involving the passing of hydrogen electrons to synthesize ATP. 

Answer: _Electron Transport Chain_

15. Representations of this god wearing a mask with large round eyes and long fangs date back to the Teotihuacan culture of the highlands, and many of his characteristics are strikingly similar to the Mayan god Chac. The Great Temple at Tenochtitlan supported two sanctuaries of equal size, one dedicated to Huitzilopochtli painted in white and red and one dedicated to him painted white and blue. He was greatly feared because he was believed to cause certain diseases such as leprosy and rheumatism, as well as drought and famine. FTP, what deity’s name can be translated as “He Who Makes Things Sprout”, the Aztec rain god.

Answer: Tlaloc

16. A treaty with Poland confirming recognition of the Oder-Neisse boundary. A German-Soviet treaty renouncing "the use of force in Europe." A four-power agreement clarifying the international status of West Berlin and granting its citizens freedom of movement. The chancellor's bow in front of a Warsaw monument to Holocaust victims. All were manifestations of, FTP, German leader Willy Brandt's policy of reducing conflict between West Germany and the Soviet bloc.

Answer: Ostpolitik
17. This painting is believed to have been partly based on the idyllic writings of Theocritus, Virgil, and Sannazaro. It is now hanging in the Louvre and it likely inspired Manet’s famous 1863 painting “Luncheon on the Grass”. Seated in the middle are two clothed men, one of whom is playing a lute. In front of the men are two nude nymphs, one of whom has her back to us and is holding a flute while the other is pouring water from a pitcher, but the two men seem oblivious to their presence. FTP, what is this 1510 painting attributable to Giorgione or Titian which shares its title with a 1919 Gide novel and a famous composition of Beethoven.

Answer: Pastoral Symphony (or Fete Champetre or Concert Champetre)

18. . It is often used instead of Wilson's Theorem in primality tests. It is sometimes rephrased using its Corollary which states that if A is an integer and p is prime, then A raised to the pth power equals A modulo p. Its more traditional form, however, states that for an integer A and prime p, A raised to the quantity p minus 1th power equals 1 modulo p. FTP, identify this theorem first proven by Euler but earlier stated by a French lawyer and amateur mathematician.


Answer: _Fermat's Little_ Theorem (do not accept Fermat’s Last Theorem)

19. In 1912, this scientist led an expedition to Brazil to study an eclipse. Six years later, he confirmed Einstein’s prediction that light is bent when passing near the Sun. His works include _Stellar Movements and the Structure of the Universe_, and the 1926 _Internal Construction of the Stars_.  Identify this British astrophysicist who showed that the luminosity of a star depends almost exclusively on its mass, and who, FTP, discovered the role of radiation pressure in the maintenance of stellar equilibrium.

Answer: Arthur Stanley _Eddington_
20. Printed in either 1486 or 1487, it makes the claim that “no one does more harm to the Catholic faith than midwives.” Divided into three parts the first focuses on the “concomitance” of the Devil’s servants; part two discusses the methods of rituals; while the third relates to the judicial proceedings against the offending parties. Written by Heinrich Kramer and Jacob Spenger, two German inquisitors, it has been called “a work of benighted ignorance, warped logic, and execrable humanity.” FTP, identify this treatise whose name means “The Hammer of Witches.”

Answer: _Malleus Maleficarum_
21. He was named a viceroy of the Ottoman sultan after helping to drive out the French, and during his 44-year reign, he reorganized the administrative structure of government, converted most agricultural land into state land, and attempted to create a modern industrial system to process his country’s raw materials. After his fleet was defeated at Navarino in 1827, he rebelled against the Ottomans and was granted the hereditary right to rule Egypt and the Sudan.  FTP, who massacred the Mamelukes in 1811 and founded the last dynasty to rule Egypt whose namesake is nicknamed “the Greatest”.

Answer: Muhammad Ali (born Mekhmet Ali)

C. (10) From Savannah, Ga, he was a frequent collaborator with Carmichael, and one of the  founders of Capitol Records. One of a few songwriters of the period to be successful in recording his own material, he penned over 1,500 tunes. Highlights include "Lazybones", "Blues in the Night", "Personality", and "Atcheson, Topeka, and Santa Fe".

1. (10 points) Before arriving at Bree, the hobbits cut through the Old Forest where they are rescued from Old Man Willow by this man. He is one of the oldest residents of Middle Earth and is married to Goldberry.

2. (10 points) The movie shows Arwen meeting Strider and the hobbits before the chase to Rivendell, but it was actually another elf whose horse carries Frodo safely over the Fords of Bruinen. Name this important elf of Rivendell.

Answer: Glorfindel
3. (10 points) Finally, not all of Frodo’s friends go on the journey. One friend remains in the Shire and is nearly killed by the Black Riders. He can perhaps be seen in the movie at Bilbo’s “Long-Expected Party”, but is cut out of the escape from the Shire.
