6. This phrase is used to refer to a style of programming that ritualistically includes code or structure with no real purpose.  In a 1974 commencement address, Richard Feynman assigned this phrase to a type of "science" that follows the forms and precepts of real investigation but without any result.  FTP, name this two-word term, originally used to refer to aboriginal groups after WWII who built fake runways to attract god-like airplanes and their magical packages.

7. The finale is a sophisticated rondo whose fearsomely difficult "violin writing must have needed lots of rehearsing to point up the music's muscle and wit." This work begins with a very slow introduction that moves eerily through distant keys. The ensuing allegro is in a cheerful and rocking rhythm. The work derived its nickname from the loud explosion in the middle of the slow movement's theme, written specifically by the composer to wake up the audiences who tended to nod off during slow movements. FTP, name this musical work, no. 94 in G major, by Franz Haydn.

It begins early morning in a garden and one of the title characters makes a point to describe all the beauty that he sees in nature, perhaps to soften the readers shock at what appears to be a very radical viewpoint. The author departs from Locke’s view that there is a distinction between primary and secondary substances a well as asserting that all things exist either as a perceiver or something perceived. 13. The final scene is a visit to the old asthma patient’s house immediately after Cottard “who had an ignorant, that is to say lonely heart” was taken into custody by the police. By the age of twenty in he had recovered the entire kingdom of his father, Humayun, and was ready to expand, eventually conquering the Rajput states, Gujaret, Bengal, Kashmir, and Afghanistan, but failing to take the Deccan. Gerrid Rietveld and J. J. P. Oud were the best known architects of this movement.  One of the founders said, “The square is to us as the cross was to the early Christians.”  In 1917 a namesake journal was published to explain the group’s art, which was centered in Amsterdam.  Although Theo Van Doesburg began using green and diagonal lines in 1925, the original focus was on horizontal and vertical lines and primary colors.  FTP, name the movement that included Piet Mondrian.

Einhard wrote _The Life of Charlemagne_ in imitation of this man’s writings and he is the main source for the life of the comedian Terence which, along with a life of Horace, are the only two fully extant sections out for his largest work, De Viris Illustribus (On Illustrious Men).  His most famous work has become more accessible since it has been translated by Robert Graves, who must have relied heavily on it for his novel _I, Claudius_.  FTP name this 2nd century Roman author who wrote biographies of the first twelve emperors from Caesar to Domitian.
