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Toss-Up Questions

1. Works like the sonnet “Her Pure fingernails on high offering their onyx” and The Antique Gods prompted contemporaries like Huysmans to sing his praises. He wrote a dozen love poems to his mistress Mery Laurent during the same period that he labored over his “Grand Oeuvre,” which was to be a comprehensive expression of poetry’s essence. Though he wrote a notable elegy for his son, Anatol, his best work in that style celebrated his literary hero Edgar Allan Poe. But he gained the most fame for long poems like Dice Thrown Never Will Annul Chance, The Swan, and Herodias. FTP identify this symbolist and author of an 1876 work illustrated by Edouard Manet, “The Afternoon of a Swan.”


Answer: Stephane Mallarme
2. He owned a herd of magnificent oxen that he kept on Mount Ida and his grandfather, Tros, deeded him a team of matchless horses that he offered as a reward to save his daughter. Eventually Telamon took his golden veiled daughter, Hesione, away to Salamis after Heracles, who had slain the sea monster plaguing this man’s city, killed him for his treachery. This was not the first time this father of Tithonus and Priam had run afoul of the gods. Earlier he had failed to pay Apollo and Poseidon for helping to build up his city’s defenses. FTP identify this monarch, the son of Ilus, under whose reign the walls of Troy were constructed.

Answer: Laomedon

3. They were first discovered by Werner Arber during attempts to render E. coli B/r sensitive to the lambda phage.  Most of them fall into the type II variety, and examples such as HpaI and HaeIII result in blunt end digests.  More useful ones include NotI and BamHI, which create 5-prime phosphate extensions and leave characteristic “sticky ends” in order for DNA ligases to add different inserts.  Perhaps the most common example of these proteins is one that cleaves the site GAATTC, known as EcoRI.  FTP, identify these digestion proteins used to cleave DNA at specific sites.

Answer: restriction endonuclease(s) or restriction enzymes
4. An onrushing scherzo is interrupted by a selection of “hunt music” in the third-movement Trio. This follows a C minor slow “Funeral March” section, which was preceded by the unusually long first movement that features a jarring C sharp breaking up the symphony’s main theme. Although it was really dedicated to Prince Lobkowitz, one story posits that it was called Sinfonia Grande in honor of another man. That is, until the conductor read an article brought to him by pupil Ferdinand Ries that Napoleon had declared himself emperor. FTP identify this work which was completed in 1804 by Ludwig Van Beethoven, a symphony in E Flat Major also known as the Eroica.

Answer: Symphony No. 3 in E Flat Major, Op. 55 (accept Eroica before it is said)

5. Taking place at 53 Christopher Street just off Sheridan Square in a pair of converted nineteenth-century stables, after entering, the police barricaded themselves inside and called for help from the Tactical Patrol Force. A popular hang out for the Mattachine Society, the event here was touched off by the second police raid in a week and not by Judy Garland’s death as some have suggested.  Among those arrested was folk singer Dave Van Ronk and for days crowds of protesters gathered to shout “Gay Power”.  For 10 points, name this disturbance that began on June 27, 1969 outside a New York bar and led to the beginning of the Gay Rights movement.

Answer: Stonewall Riots

6. His Angelica’s Beauty is a sequel to Ariosto, while The Pilgrim; or Stranger in his Own Country is an autobiographical novel. His epic poem about Sir Francis Drake La Dragontea (Draggon-taya) was composed after sailing with the Spanish Armada and Arcadia recounts his time as secretary to the Duke of Alva. But it is the genre on which he expounds in The New Art of Writing Plays that allowed him to make his name. He wrote tragedies like Justice without Revenge, comical plays like The Gardener’s Dog, and “cloak and dagger” works like The Night of San Juan, FTP name this prolific playwright best known for La Dorotea, The Knight of Olmedo, and The Sheep Well.

Answer: Lope Felix de Vega Carpio

7. It is governed by a pre-exponential term, usually symbolized by capital A, which prefixes an exponential term that states the probability for occupying a given energy state decreases exponentially with energy.  The statistical method behind this law was worked out by its two namesake discoverers and one of them involved his namesake constant.  It can be considered a classical treatment of Bose-Einstein and Fermi-Dirac statistics, applicable to chemical systems.  FTP, identify this law describing the distribution of speeds among the molecules of a gas named after a Scot and an Austrian.

Answer: Maxwell-Boltzmann distribution or law

8. He thought that his work in optics surpassed Newton’s and “changed the face” of science and he published an Essay on the Human Soul in 1771.  His first work of fiction was The Adventures of the Young Count Potowski, but it was not published until 1847.  While in England he published The Chains of Slavery, in which he celebrated John Wilkes and explained that the French “had no country”.  Appointed physician to the Count d’Artois, it was while he held this post that he wrote his subversive “Plan for Criminal Legislation”. As editor of The Friend of the People he championed radical reforms and was forced to leave France after publishing attacks on Finance Minister Necker.  For 10 points, name this symbolic leader of the Montagnards murdered by Charlotte Corday.

Answer: Jean-Paul Marat
9. During his eleven years as an MP for Coventry this man organized a civilian works corps to help the army in Crimea and promoted a harmonic integration of railways. He worked with Joseph Lindley to publish The Magazine of Botany and The Flower Garden, works that drew heavily from his time with the Duke of Devonshire where he supervised the construction of a conservatory at Chatsworth and designed a lily house for the rare Victoria Regia. His most famous work was eventually moved to Sydenham Hill until it was destroyed by fire in 1936, a full 85 years after it was originally exhibited. FTP name this architect who constructed the crowning jewel of 1851’s Great Exhibition, the Crystal Palace.

Answer: Joseph Paxton
10. Over the years several leaders including Katherine Tingley, William Judge, and Annie Besant, have helped to spread its doctrines which include that there are worlds within worlds, that space, time, and nature are infinite, and that monads begin as unconscious “god sparks.” Its key texts include the 17th century The Way to Christ, Mysterium, and the Aurora, all of which were written by Jakob Bohme. More famous still are the writings promoted by Henry Steel Olcott, the follower of a woman whose death is celebrated as White Lotus Day, such as Isis Unveiled and The Secret Doctrine. FTP identify this mystical religious system, whose name derives from the greek for divine wisdom, most closely associated with the teachings of Helen Blavatsky.

Answer: Theosophy
11. The first use of this taxonomy can be attributed to William Drummond who noted that their ideas reduced to mere “quiddities.” The key document in their revival was Grierson’s 1921 study, a publication that prompted a more famous author to laud their fused artistic vision in a namesake essay. Thus figures like Edward Benlowes, Francis Quarles, and John Cleveland, are superior to John Milton because the latter displays a “dissociation of sensibility”—or so claimed T.S. Eliot. In his “Life of Cowley” Johnson uses the term to identify “a race of writers” that display an excessive use of “learning.” FTP name this group of 17th century poets whose work is characterized by the use of conceits and whose notable members included George Herbert, and John Donne.

Answer: Metaphysical Poets or School or Folk who wrote verses or Dudes who like weird allusions

12. He founded and granted privileges to the Mesta, a guild of migratory shepherds.  Attacked by Morocco, Granada, and Murcia, with the Aragonese he defeated the invaders and annexed Murcia.  A claimant to the title of Holy Roman Emperor, after the death of Richard of Cornwall, Pope Gregory X convinced him to renounce his claim.  Conflicts with his son Sancho led to an uprising of nobles and forced him to flee to Seville.  For 10 points, name this Spanish king whose educated court produced the history Premera cronica general, the astronomical Tablas Alfonsies, and the law code Siete partidas.

Answer: Alfonso X or Alfonso the Wise or Alfonso the Learned
13. Examples of this feature include the Ronkokoma terminal and the Harbor Hill recessional.  The end variety can leave scattered depressions known as “kettles,” which result in hummocky topography.  A ground type is composed of broad, thin blanket of drift.  A lateral type forms on the sides, while a medial type forms between two adjacent glaciers.  Related to kames and eskers, this feature is typically composed of a mixture of glacial outwash and glacial till.  FTP, identify this geological feature, a deposit of rock debris scoured by a glacier and left behind when ice melts.

Answer: moraine
14. Eddmundo de Barros was the first to build a national park at this site, while its counterpart was built in the thirties under the presidency of Augustin Justo. The Island of San Martin is located downstream from the narrow semi-circular chasm known as “the Devil’s Throat” from whose foot rises a curtain of mist 500 feet in the air. The “Two Sisters,” the Bozzeti, and the Rivadavia, are some of the individual cataracts that make up this series located on the Argentina- Brazil border. FTP identify this enormous series of water falls that takes its name from the Guranai for “great water.”

Answer: Iguazu or Iguacu (prononunced Igua-soo) Falls
15. The object of getting the oldest daughter married off hovers at the periphery of this novel that ends with Christine wed to a penniless prince in Paris. This occurs after characters like the artist Angus Beaton and the foreign correspondent Henry Lindau are sought out by Mr. Fulkerson to make the new magazine Every Other Week a success and, more importantly, to keep the heir of a natural gas fortune out of the ministry. The climax of the novel revolves around a streetcar strike during which said heir, Conrad, is killed by a stray bullet. Edward Dryfoos is thus forced to sell his magazine to Basil March in, FTP, what 1890 work, named for the dangers of money, a novel by William Dean Howells.

Answer: A Hazard of New Fortunes
16. Utilizing Karl Mannheim’s theory of the “sociology of knowledge” he discussed his time in Latin America in Puerto Rican Journey and a 1960 book about the revolution in Cuba, Listen Yankee. In addition to coining terms like “the New Left” and “the Big Three” this man worked with Hans Gerth on the critical evaluation Character and Social Structure. This writer of The Sociological Imagination is best known for two studies published in the 1950s, one about the middle class and the other on those classes who control the U.S. FTP identify this man who worked as a professor at Maryland and at Columbia where he wrote White Collar and The Power Elite.

Answer: Charles Wright Mills
17. The invaders had been following a scorched earth policy, and as a result the opposition arrived hungry, tired, and eager for battle. This impatience would turn out to be a grave mistake. After dispatching with the Genoese crossbowmen, the British force, which was camped out on the Maie River in between Wadicourt and the enormous namesake forest, had to withstand the charge of King John of Bohemia and Charles, the Comte de Alencon. But this charge, as well as many successive ones, would come up short, as knight upon knight fell to quick loaded British missiles. Edward the Black Prince acquitted himself well as his father Edward III won a victory over Philip VI’s forces at FTP, what August 1346 battle that signaled the arrival of the English army due to the supremacy of the Longbow

Answer: Crecy

18. Andre Geim demonstrated that the “anti” variety of this effect may be more common than the normal variety, and type II superconductors display a mixed variety of this effect.  It was first observed by its namesake discoverer in 1933 while cooling tin crystals to 3.72 K.  As the crystals approached the critical temperature, they began expelling the earth’s magnetic field from the interior, indicating the material had become perfectly diamagnetic.  FTP, identify this effect that demonstrates the falling off of the magnetic flux as a material becomes superconductive.

Answer: Meissner effect

19. An unfinished second version hangs at the Tate, and its creator worked on the painting throughout the summer of 1883 at the subject’s summer house in Brittany. That subject was the daughter of an Italian émigré to Louisiana who had died at the Battle of Shiloh. One hand holds a black fan that matches her dress, while the other is balanced on a table. She looks away to the viewer’s right as if to expose more of the porcelain, white skin that the painter emphasized with the flimsy bejeweled straps and the low cut top. FTP identify this notorious portrait which was exhibited without Mrs. Gautreau’s name, a work by John Singer Sargent.

Answer: Portrait of Madame X
20. The author’s preface defends the play’s “rich and living” language against that of his contemporary naturalistic playwrights, especially Ibsen. Its protagonist reaches his zenith in the eyes of characters like Sara Tansey, Honor Blake, and Jimmy Farrell, after winning the mule race. This occurs much to Shawn Keogh and the Widow Quin’s dismay, since they know that it solidifies the attraction between Pegeen Mike Flaherty and the hero. But all the reverie is destroyed when an Old farmer with bandages on his head shows up in Mayo to find his grandstanding son. FTP identify this work about Christy Mahon who lies about killing his father and in the process becomes the title figure in a work by John Millington Synge.

Answer: The Playboy of the Western World
21. His Primer of Aesthetics was the culmination of experiments made to determine which shapes and dimensions give the most pleasure. Eulogized by Wilhelm Wundt, this professor of Leipzig wrote books under the pseudonym Dr. Mises that explored the anatomy of angels and tried to determine what the moon was made of. His more famous works include a Zend-Avesta and his work with Ernst Weber that resulted in their namesake law, which states that the feeling of a “just noticeable difference” can be measured as constant fraction of the physical stimulation. FTP identify this proto-psychologist who postulated that mind and body are actually different sides of the same reality in his work Elements of Psychophysics.


Answer: Gustav Theodor Fechner

22. Although he entered the Seven Week’s War on Austria’s side, he soon signed an alliance with Prussia. Along with his minister Chlodwig, he worked to unite Germany against Napoleon III, but when his letter to the German Princes failed to unite the feuding houses, he turned increasingly to his extravagant private pursuits. In the early 1880s is ineffectiveness caused Prince Luitpold to be named regent. He was declared unfit to rule and removed to Schloss Berg. Three days later he and his physician, Bernhard von Gudden, were found drowned in the Starnberger Sea. FTP identify this King of Bavaria, the son of Maximilian II, best known for his patronage of Wagner and the construction of the castles Linderhof and Neuschwanstein.

Answer: Ludwig II or Mad King Ludwig or Louis II
23. NOTE: The Name is the Same—The first was a Congregationalist missionary who along with his wife Sybil Moseley moved to Hawaii where he published a textbook on the native language. The second moved to the Ellice Islands with his wife Clarissa Brewster and translated the bible into the native tongue. The third became an educator and statesman but still liked to travel. After serving as an aviator during WWI, he served as governor of Connecticut and published such works as The Monroe Doctrine, an Obsolete Shibboleth and Elihu Yale—The American Nabob of Queen Square, and Journal of a Expedition. But it was for works like Across South America and In the Wonderland of Peru for which he is best known. FTP identify these men who became world famous in 1911 when the last one went to search for Vilcabamba and found Machu Picchu.

Answer: Hiram Bingham (each is a son of the previous one their life spans are as follows:1789-1869; 1831-1908; and 1875-1956)

A.Give the name of the first chapter which is often published by itself and features a blonde stripper tempting a group of young black boys who are blindfolded and forced to fight for money that is kept in an electrified rug.
