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Tossups by Rachel Campbell, David Shoemaker, Scott Smith, and Will Hailey

William Boldwood seems unable to love until the protagonist sends him a valentine on a whim, making him fall into a mad obsession for her.  He eventually shoots her first husband, Sergeant Frank Troy.  The shepherd Gabriel Oak is the first to fall in love with, and finally gets to marry that protagonist, Bathsheba Everdene.  Name, for ten points, this first of the Wessex novels of Thomas Hardy.

Answer:  _Far from the Madding Crowd_

I Knock at the Door and Sunset and Evening Star were, respectively, the first and last volumes of his six-part Autobiographies.  He had no formal education, and so learned his craft from reading also.  He broke with the Abbey Theater after one of its directors, William Butler Yeats, refused to produce one of his “tragicomedies,” The Silver Tassie.  For ten points, name this Irish playwright, best known for his Dublin trilogy, comprised of The Shadow of a Gunman, Juno and the Paycock, and The Plough and the Stars.
Answer: Sean _O’Casey_

While at Princeton, his roommate was James Madison.  He collaborated with another classmate, Hugh Henry Brackenridge, to write the epic poem “The Rising Glory of America.”  He was encouraged by his Republican friends, including Madison and Jefferson, to set up the partisan newspaper, the National Gazette. For 10 points, name this American “poet of the Revolution,” whose best-known works include “The Wild Honey-Suckle” and “The Indian Burying Ground.”

Answer:  Philip _Freneau_

Smerdykov, son of “Stinking” Lizaveta, is epileptic, has a mean temperament, and commits patricide. Alyosha is kind, God-loving, and often takes the role of mediator.  Ivan is coldly intellectual, but in love with Katerina, Dmitri’s fiancee.  Dmitri fights with his father over a beautiful peasant girl as well as the money left by Dmitri’s mother, and is eventually convicted of his father’s murder.  These are, for ten points, the title characters in which work of Fyodor Dostoevsky?

Answer:  _The Brothers Karamazov_

It was originally published in installments from 1943-1948.  The title family has fallen from wealth and prominence, but still maintain their upper-class values.  This causes Taeko to try to elope with Okubata, because according to tradition, Yukiko must be married first.  Both of them are allowed to live with Sachiko and her husband Teinosuke (a character based on the author).  Set against pre-war Osaka, this is for ten points, what work, the most famous of Junichiro Tanizaki?

Answer:  _The Makioka Sisters_

He is sent to prison twice for attacking Phil Connor, to which he was provoked by Connor’s rape of his wife.  He becomes the partner-in-crime of Jack Duane after the death of his son, Antanas.  This causes him to disappear from his family, as does the earlier death of his wife, Ona.  He had come to America from Lithuania and is eventually converted to socialism after his terrible experiences in Packington.  Name, for ten points, this protagonist of Upton Sinclair’s The Jungle.

Answer:  _Jurgis_ Rudkus

During the First World War he worked as a clerk and during the Second World War on a farm and as an actor, but he turned his attention politics first in 1924 as a member of the Kikuyu Central Association. He lived in England twice, returning to his home country in 1930 to lobby against female circumcision, but did not return there permanently until after the Second World War. On his return he became the leader of the Kenya African Union Party and was imprisoned after the Mau Mau rebellion. FTP, name this first president of Kenya.

Answer: Jomo _Kenyatta_

A domestic split between modernizing reformers and conservative, isolationist forces led to intervention by Japanese forces--ostensibly in favor of the reformers. In a series of battles around Seoul and Pyongyang, one country’s army was defeated, while that nation’s navy was decisively routed at the mouth of the Yalu. What 1894-95 war, for ten points, showed the ascendancy of Meiji Japan and netted Japan both the protectorate of Korea, as well as the island of Formosa?

Answer: _Sino-Japanese_ War

Originally founded to help extend the national rail system to California and the Pacific Coast, it contracted its construction services at artificial prices. The owners were also selling stock in the firm at below par value to members of Congress. But the scheme fell apart when it became common knowledge that public figures like James Garfield, Oakes Ames, and Schuyler Colfax had profited from the scandal, which had been paid for with Congressional subsidies to the Union Pacific. FTP, name this scandal which occurred during the Grant Administration.

Answer: _Credit Mobilier_

As coups go, this military hero’s was probably the most successful.  Five years after becoming the leader of the Highlands party, this man seized the hill overlooking his city, thus ushering in his absolute rule.  He kept most of Solon’s reforms but was soon ousted by Lycurgus, Megacles, and the Coast party.  FTP, name this original tyrant whose rule saw the the construction of the Fountain of the Nine Springs, the Lyceum, and the temple to Athena on Athens’ Acropolis.

Answer:  Peisistratus

Spain hadn’t had a king or queen in two years.  When they invited Leopold of Hohenzollern-Sigmaringen to be their king, France was outraged, fearing a Prussian-Spanish alliance.  The French ambassador to Prussia finally met up with King William but couldn’t get him to give up any Hohenzollern designs on the Spanish throne.  After Otto von Bismarck doctored the record of their meeting, this document led to the Franco-Prussian War.  FTP, name this inflammatory telegram.

Answer:  the Ems Dispatch or Telegram

Battles during this conflict also took place in Afghanistan, the Pacific Ocean, the Baltic Sea, and the White Sea.  Its cause was removed only a few months into this two-year war, but Britain and France pressed onward.   If they hadn’t, we wouldn’t have Tennyson’s brilliant and wonderful “Charge of the Light Brigade” to regale us in high school.  FTP, name this conflict that took place primarily on a Russian peninsula on the Black Sea.

Answer:  the Crimean War

In bacteria, such as E. coli, this can be synthesized from L-glutamate.  Through the action of this compound’s decarboxylase, it serves as the starting point for synthesis of polyamines such as putrescine.  Not involved in protein synthesis in the sense that DNA does not code for it, this amino acid is one product of the enzyme arginase acting on L-arginine, one step in the urea cycle.  Name, for ten points, this amino acid, an alternative name of the urea cycle, whose root word comes from the Greek for bird. 

Answer: _ornithine_

Upon his reading of an article by the Dutch physician Christiaan Eijkman, this man sought to isolate the substance responsible for the increased resistance of rice-eaters to beri-beri.  Because the substance he isolated, sometimes called niacin nicotinic acid, contained an amine group, he called it a “vitamine.” For ten points, name the Polish biochemist who first coined the term “vitamin” and who first isolated vitamin B1.

Answer: Casimir_Funk_

The Fas pathway sees Fas and its ligand form the DISC signaling complex which contains the protein FADD and caspases 8 and 10.  Another extrinsic inducer of it and its major mediator is the TNF pathway, which also activates caspases and stands for Tumor Necrosis Factor.  The differentiation of human fingers requires the cells in between fingers to initiate this process so that the fingers may separate.  As opposed to necrosis, which results from acute tissue injury, this process is carried out in an orderly way, benefiting the organism.  For ten points, name this deliberate suicide of a cell, the process of programmed cell death.  

Answer: _apoptosis_

Its name comes from an old Saxon mining term, meaning “decayed,” “rotten,” or “a piece of worthless material.”  When formed from sedimentary rock, it comes from sandstone or shale, and when it forms from igneous rock, it derives from granite--the most common type.  It is a high-grade metamorphic rock, containing mostly feldpsar, with quartz, mica, hornblende and garnet.  Name, for ten points, this metamorphic rock which schist turns into when subjected to heat and pressure, notable for its distinct bands.   

Answer: _gneiss_

Examples of it include the drying up of the Aral Sea, the advance of the Sahara into grain-producing regions of the Roman Empire, the poisoning of Western Front farmlands during World War I, and the loss of all trees from Easter Island.  The related concept of die-off refers to a population overgrazing then severely dwindling and occurs long before this process.  For ten points, name this process, the killing of an ecosystem.  

Answer: _ecocide_

Its two major groups are The Twelve Tribes of Israel and the Bobos; its sacred book is known as the Holy Piby; and one of its holidays is Grounation Day.  According to its teachings, the four incarnations of Jah (its name for God), are Moses, Elijah, Jesus Christ, and Haile Selassie, while Marcus Garvey is considered a major prophet and Ethiopia is also known as Zion.  For ten points, name this religious movement associated with ganja, dreadlocks, and reggae.

Answer:  _Rastifarianism_

Their main function was the perpetual guarding of a fire that was renewed every March 1st until 394 AD.  When one of these people broke their thirty-year vow, that person was punished by being buried alive.  This is likely what happened to the most famous one of their number, Rea Silvia, mother of Romulus and Remus.  For ten points, name these priestesses of the Roman goddess of the hearth.

Answer: _Vestal virgins_ or _Vestales_
He joined the army of Gordian III, and upon Gordian’s death, was stranded in hostile territory and only with difficulty made it back to safety in Antioch.  He searched extensively for a teacher until he found the illiterate dock worker Ammonius Saccus.  Most information about him comes from, and his work was edited and collected by, Porphyry.  His essays gathered in The Six Enneads became the basis for belief in “the indescribable One,” from which everything in the universe emanates.  Name, for ten points, this man, widely considered to be the father of Neo-Platonism.

Answer:  _Plotinus_

Also known for his sculptures and lithographs, this artist was directly inspired by Marcel Duchamp and Charles Demuth.  His work typically includes mundane symbols such as flags, maps, targets, letters, and numbers.  More accurately a “Neo-Dadaist,” who is, for ten points, this Augusta, Georgia, native, a member of the Pop Art school, famous for his painting Flag?

Answer:  Jasper _Johns_, Jr.

Johannes Brahms carried on a lifelong, emotionally passionate, but always platonic relationship with this man’s wife Clara.  This Romantic composer was deeply influenced by Goethe, Shakespeare, and Lord Byron and tried to incorporate their themes into his work.  For ten points, name this German pianist and composer whose works include a Spring and Rhenish symphonies and throwing himself into the Rhine.

Answer:  Robert Alexander _Schumann_

Despite also being a musical and a book, this work is better known as one of its composer’s best.  This opera earned the composer 80,000 francs from Ismael Pacha, the khedive of Egypt, to celebrate the opening of an opera house in Cairo.  Name, for ten points, this opera concerning the titular slave’s quandary between choosing her lover, Rhadames, or her father, Amonasro, by Giuseppe Verdi.

Answer:  _Aida_

First studied in the late nineteenth century, it is both a social and individual disorder. As a social disorder, groups in society suffer from chaos resulting from the lack of rules favoring good social conduct or prohibiting social predation. But it is better known in the individual sense, when the individual suffers from a sense of depression and lack of direction stemming from societal change. For ten points, name this theory, first put forth in Emile Durkheim’s book Suicide.

Answer: _anomie_

He worked for Hermann von Helmholtz at the University of Heidelberg. When he was passed over for Helmholtz’s position, he wrote a book, “Principles of Physiological Psychology.” Later he moved to the University of Leipzig, where he established a psychological laboratory, and his students included Charles Spearman and James McKeen Cattell.  He is probably best known for his theory of introspection, by which a person examines their mind using scientific methods. For ten points, name this man, considered the founder of modern psychology.

Answer: Wilhelm _Wundt_
