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Religion/Myth/Philosophy

Subtitled “A Polemic,” it is divided into three essays. The first explains the difference between the “good and evil” dichotomy and the “good and bad” dichotomy, the second attacks guilt and discusses “the right to make promises,” and the third concerns asceticism. The first features the oft-quoted passage about the “ravaging blond beast.” For 10 points, identify this 1885 book on ethics by Nietzsche.

Answer: On the Genealogy of Morals or Towards the Genealogy of Morals or Zur Moralgenealogie
Although most of the gods were Aesir, this god, like Njord, Frey, and Frayja, were survivors of an older pantheon called Vanir. The squirrel Ratatosk carried his messages up Yggdrasil, at the base of which he guarded a well whose waters granted the secrets of the universe. Odin once gave him an eye for one drink, and later cut off his head to carry around and consult with at leisure. For 10 points, identify this Norse god of wisdom.

Answer: Mimir
A Yahrzeit candle is lit on the second night of this holiday.  Many people celebrate this holiday by staying up all night and reading the Torah and Talmud to atone for a biblical instance of sleeping in.  In addition, people eat dairy foods and the Book of Ruth is read.  Falling on the 6th of Sivan, for ten points, name this Jewish “Day of the First Fruits” and festival of the weeks that celebrates the harvest and commemorates Moses being given the Ten Commandments on Mount Sinai.

Answer: Shavuot [sometimes pronounced sha-VOO-ohs]

Literature

The protagonist initially returns home seeking a “place to belong to,” but his arrival from Argos is not what he expects. A central plot development is the murder of Aegistheus and Clytemnestra, after which the protagonist, Orestes, demands of his sister Electra, “What is Zeus to me?” The play ends when Orestes proposes a journey with Electra, she asks, “Whither?,” and he replies “Towards ourselves.” For 10 points, identify this existential revision of the Oresteia by Sartre.

Answer: The Flies or Les Mouches
Buried on the Herakleion, his epitaph reads “I fear nothing, I want nothing, I am free.” Through the lips of his character Ulysses, he advises one to live life so as to leave death “nothing but a burnt-out castle.” The real life model for his most famous protagonist died saying, “If any priest comes to confess me, give him my curse. Men like me should live a thousand years.” For 10 points, identify this writer best remembered for Zorba the Greek.

Answer: Nikos Kazantzakis
One of its author’s only 2 surviving works, famous lines from it include the title heroine’s “Pull Heaven down around me” and the villain, Daniel de Bosola’s speech, “Mine is another voyage.” The play’s plot centers around the schemes of a cruel archbishop who employs de Bosola to kidnap the title character and murder her children in order to rape her and claim her duchy. For 10 points, identify this 1590 play by Webster.

Answer: The Duchess of Malfi
Her pawn, the Count of Wardes, throws obstacles in the way of the heroes until he is finally run through three times in Calais. Her plot to assassinate the Duke of Buckingham almost succeeds, but she is caught and imprisoned. Cruel and charming, even Aramis is attracted to her, until at last she is forced to reveal the brand on her shoulder, the infamous fleur des lys. For 10 points, identify this villainess of Dumas’ Three Musketeers.

Answer: Lady de Winter
Written just before the author’s final, and successful, suicide attempt, it describes in 14 lines the body of a dead woman. She lies at peace, completing some kind of harmony, while around her life goes on as usual, and above, the moon’s “blacks crackle and drag.” It is also implied that she may have killed her children, which the author considered but did not do. For 10 points, identify this last Sylvia Plath poem that begins, “the woman is perfected.”

Answer: The Edge
Your Choice

This event began when its leader prevented potential surveyors and William McDougall, the appointed Lieutenant Governor, from entering Rupert’s Land.  On December 8, 1869, the Métis formed a provisional government and appeared to be successful in resistance to the Canadian government, but the execution of Thomas Scott enraged the English-speaking Canadians, undercutting the efforts of rebel leader Louis Riel in negotiating a favorable settlement.  For ten points, name this Canadian rebellion that momentarily stopped Manitoba from joining the Confederation.

Answer: Red River Rebellion
Discovered by Christian Huygens in 1655, it revolves its planet once every 16 days.  Differences in light levels between the northern and southern hemispheres suggest the satellite has seasons, while scientists theorize it is covered in lakes of hydrocarbons caused by chemical interactions it its upper atmosphere, which the Huygens probe will study this summer.  For ten points, name this second largest satellite in the solar system and largest satellite of Saturn.

Answer: Titan 

Science

The pattern of growth suggested by this hypothesis is much more difficult to see in a continent like Africa than in North America.  In North America, older rocks were generally surrounded by wide strips of rocks of younger and younger age produced by processes caused by continental collision.  For ten points, name this theory whose more astronomical form suggests the Earth was formed by the accumulation of small bodies.

Answer: accretion hypothesis

He used the wealth acquired from his chemical work to found institutes of scientific research, including his namesake conferences on physics that developed theories of quantum mechanics.  Also known for discovering methods of purifying gases, he created a namesake carbonating tower in which ammonia-salt solutions could be combined with carbon dioxide.  For ten points, name this Belgian industrial chemist who developed a commercially viable process for producing sodium carbonate.

Answer: Ernest Solvay 

The differences in the sensitivity of the eye between day and night conditions are attributed to this effect.  While during the day vision is through the cones of the fovea, which are most sensitive to longer wavelengths, at night the bar cells outside of the fovea are more sensitive to shorter wavelengths.  For ten points, name this effect, named for the same Czech physiologist whose eponymous fibers relay cardiac impulses to the ventricular cells, causing the ventricles to contract.

Answer: Purkinje effect

The existence of two of these with the same product corresponds to a nonzero solution to the Diophantine equation xy(x4-y4) = zw(x4-y4).  The product of the two smaller numbers is always divisible by 12, and the product of all three is always divisible by 60.  Primitive ones of these include one number being divisible by three and another by five; and two of the numbers must be odd and the other even.  For ten points, name these sets of three numbers relating to right triangles, examples of which are (7,24,25) and (3,4,5).

Answer: Pythagorean triples
A mass extinction at the end of the Ordovician period is suggested to have been caused by one of these.  In 2000, NASA launched the High Energy Transient Explorer 2 to detect them as their signals reach earth so ground observers can better study them.  About a million times more numerous than supernovae, they are thought to be the result of a collapse of super-massive stars or collision between compact objects like a black hole and a neutron star.  For ten points, name these astronomical phenomena that release a large amount of its namesake radiation.

Answer: Gamma Ray Bursts
History

This kingdom began as the Aja people moved north from Allada and settled among the Fon, eventually conquering them.  From their capital of Agbone, their first king Wegbala established a centralized state.  Under King Agaja, it conquered Allada and started a profitable trade with the Europeans, obtaining rifles to continue their wars of expansion.  However, they were unable to conquer Oyo, and the kingdom was finally captured by France in 1894.  For ten points, name this west African kingdom located in present day Benin that flourished due to the slave trade.

Answer: Dahomey
He married Gisela of Swabia, who like him claimed lineage from Charlemagne.  Affirming the legal traditions of Saxony, he enacted new constitutions in Lombardy and in 1028 he had his son Henry elected king of Germany.  He himself had been crowned king of Germany at Mainz in 1024, king of Italy at Milan in 1026, and finally Holy Roman Emperor by Pope John XIX in 1027.  For ten points, name this first member of the Salian dynasty of the Holy Roman Empire.

Answer: Conrad II
This man died in 1967, eight years after Mao Zedong granted him amnesty and released him from Shenyang prison.  Between 1912 and 1924, he lived in the Forbidden City of Beijing under a large government pension while he grew up.  In 1945, he was captured by the Russians and testified at the Tokyo war crimes trials that he had merely been a tool of the Japanese while he was emperor of Manchukuo between 1934 and 1945.  Crowned at the age of two, for ten points, name this last emperor of China.

Answer: Henry Pu Yi or Aisin Gioro or Hsuan T’ung

In 1904, with inflation becoming acute, the Putilov Iron Works fired four members of the Assembly of Russian Workers, igniting a 110,000 person strike in St. Petersburg.  Father George Gapon led a peaceful crowd to the Winter Palace to present a petition for better working conditions, universal suffrage and an end to the Russo-Japanese War, but instead Russian police fired on the crowd, killing at least a hundred.  For ten points, name this January 22, 1905 event that signaled the start of the 1905 Revolution in Russia.

Answer: Bloody Sunday
This plan called for a President-General; a General and Particular Treasurer to handle the government’s finances; and a Grand Council whose members were elected every three years.  The Grand Council would meet in Philadelphia and its creator outlined the number of Council members for 12 of the 13 colonies.  Some of the impetus for this plan can be seen in the author’s cartoon “Join or Die.”  For ten points, name this plan espoused by Benjamin Franklin that he presented at the namesake Congress in 1753.

Answer: Albany Plan [accept Franklin’s Plan of Union before Franklin]

Fine Arts (3)

This sculptor’s younger namesake was a famed architect who designed the Tholos and Theatre at Epidauros.  His eponymous canon, which emphasized chiastic balance, became a standard for sculptors.  Roman coins show and Pausanias described his gold and ivory Hera in a temple at Argos.  For ten points, name this head of the Argive school and sculptor of athletes, best known for Diadumenus, Amazon and Spear-Bearer.

Answer: Polykleitos the Elder

Intimate Gallery and An American Place succeeded his gallery “291” on Fifth Avenue in New York, which introduced the works of artists such as Cezanne, Picasso and Brancuzi to Americans as well as exhibited the works of American artists John Marin, Charles Demuth and Max Weber.  This American artist also directed the Heliochrome Engraving Company for three years and edited the magazines American Amateur Photographer, Camera Notes and Camera Work.  For ten points, name this American photographer whose major works include studies of clouds, New York and his wife Georgia O’Keeffe.

Answer: Alfred Stieglitz
Founded by Peter Urussov and Mikhail Medoks in 1776, this organization moved to its present location in 1780.  Although started for a dance troupe, it became famed for introducing many Western operas to Russia, including works of Mozart, Donizetti and Rossini.  It also introduced native operas such as Ivan Sussanin and Ruslan and Ludmila in the 1840s and the works of Tchaikovsky later in the century.  For ten points, name this musical theatre in Moscow.

Answer: State Academic Bolshoi Theatre of Russia

Social Science (2)

The author of this work suggests the history of Polynesia is a microcosm of the overall phenomenon of conquest and expansion of nations.  The book emphasizes food production as the major factor in the sustenance and development of civilizations.  For ten points, name this 1997 work that explains the Europeans were able to conquer the New World due to the titular entities, a work by Jared Diamond.

Answer: Guns, Germs and Steel: The Fate of Human Societies

This work expounds upon the ideas of the author’s 1899 work “Concerning the Definition of Religious Phenomena.”  The author uses animism, naturism and totemism, which he deems the first religion, in his attempts to delve into the simplest possible religion while examining the role of soul, spirits, gods, cults and rights from a sociological perspective.  For ten points, name this 1912 work by Emile Durkheim that examines the titular concept.

Answer: The Elementary Forms of the Religious Life
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The Queen Mary 2 was successfully launched last month.  For ten points per part, identify the following about a less successful maiden voyage in 1912.

1. (10 points) The Titanic was operated by this line of passenger shipping.

Answer: White Star Lines

2. (10 points) The Titanic began its fateful voyage in England on April 10th and visited two other ports before heading to New York.  For five points each, name two of the three ports.

Answer: Southampton, England; Cherbourg, France; and Queenstown, Ireland

3. (10 points) Also launched from Southampton and captained by Edward John Smith, this sister ship of the Titanic successfully made it to New York in 1911.

Answer: Olympic
Identify the following from Ayn Rand’s Atlas Shrugged for ten points each.

1. (10 points) This state is seen as the embodiment of objectivism’s espousal of laissez faire capitalism.  Wyatt’s Torch and Galt’s Gulch are both located here.

2. (10 points) This fictional university in Cleveland counts among its graduates Francisco d’Anconia, Ragnar Danneskjold, and John Galt and is named for a colonial figure.

Answer: The Patrick Henry University
3. (10 points) This landmark’s destruction in the Xylophone disaster is the straw that breaks the camel’s back for Dagny, who then agrees to join the rest of the Strikers.  This vital transportation link’s destruction causes the ultimate downfall of the United States.

2. (10 points) This 1890 act repealed the Bland-Allison act.  Sponsored by an Ohio Congressman, the brother of a Civil War general, this act required the U.S. to purchase twice as much silver as outlined in the Bland-Allison Act.

Answer: Sherman Silver Purchase Act

3. (10 points) One of its namesakes, a West Virginia Congressman, was active in the 1893 repeal of the Sherman Silver Purchase Act.  This tariff was passed over Grover Cleveland’s veto in 1894, but its income tax provision was ruled unconstitutional.
