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Toss-Up Questions

1. The probability with which an atom may emit a fluorescent line photon, rather than exhibit this effect, is the fluorescent yield.  Spectroscopy which utilizes this effect bombards a material with photons with energies between 2 and 50 kilo-electron-volts, which allows for component analysis of thin surfaces as electrons can only a short distance.  FTP, name this effect also known as autoionization, in which light causes the ejection of a K-shell electron, named for a French physicist.

Answer: Auger effect (accept early autoionization)

2. Although her older brother discovers that Rex Mottram had been married before, the desire to spite her mother is so great that Julia marries him anyway. Meanwhile Mr. Samgrass has failed to curb the second son’s alcoholism and is dismissed. Later the narrator is asked to travel to Fez and find his schoolboy chum who is now living with a man named Kurt. Though he leaves his wife, Celia, to find him, Sebastian escapes and ends up living as a porter in Carthage. The novel ends with Father Mackay and the children hovering over Lord Marchmain on his deathbed where he makes the sign of the cross. FTP identify this 1945 novel narrated by Charles Ryder, that takes its title from the Marchmain family estate, and was written by Evelyn Waugh.

Answer: Brideshead Revisited
3. A 1995 study which recreated this experiment in Portugal found significant evidence that the original results may have been specific to American culture, while the results of Perrin and Spencer's 1981 recreation suggested that students had more freedom to question society than they did in 1957, when the original was conducted.  In the original experiment, various groups of 10 subjects, all but one of whom were confederates, were shown cards and when asked to match a line with comparison lines, almost always agreed with the majority regardless what they said in, FTP, what classic experiment of social psychology, which illustrated that people were likely to conform to a majority opinion? 

Answer: Solomon Asch’s experiment

4. After losing all his savings in Grant and Ward’s failure in 1884 he was offered the consul generalship at Guayaquil, Ecuador, where he stayed until he died. Though afflicted with dyslexia, his wife often helped him write captions for work, which began with his coverage of Garibaldi for The London News.  But he truly gained notoriety with work for Harper’s Weekly during the Civil War. He also contributed illustrations to books, including Mary Dodge’s Hans Brinker and a version of Clement Clarke Moore’s A Visit from St. Nicholas. That vision of Santa Claus was almost as famous as his vision of the “Tammany Tiger Lose,” and his depictions of William Tweed. For 10 points, name this pioneering cartoonist remembered for popularizing the elephant and donkey as images of the Republican and Democratic parties.


Answer: Thomas Nast  

5. Though she did not use her alias when she appeared as a dominatrix in the adult film "Next to Godliness," whenever she is at Taco Time or a hotel bar, she refers to herself as Anastasia Beaverhausen.  She gets involved with Lionel Banks, but realizes that she loves her 500-pound husband Stan, only to find that he has fallen for a lunch lady in his prison's cafeteria.  She then lives out of a limo and at the Palace Hotel, all while being the world's worst assistant to Grace Adler.  FTP, name this rich socialite, played by Megan Mullally.

Answer: Karen Walker (accept either)

6. Attempts to eliminate them and take their lands began in 1660 on the recommendation of Yuri Krizhanich.  Ismail Gaspirali was the first to advocate a collective identity for this people.  Given a Soviet Autonomous Republic in 1921, during World War II Stalin accused them of being Nazi collaborators, forbade the use of their language, and transported them to Uzbekistan and Kazakstan.  For 10 points, name this group of Turkic-speaking peoples located along the Volga river who made up most of the Golden Horde.

Answer: Tatars
7.  His works for the piano include Sonatina, Water Play, and Mirrors, and it was the uproar caused by this man’s continuous slights at the Prix de Rome that got his teacher, Gabriel Faure, elected as head of the Conservatoire. His work La Valse was written five years before his collaboration with Colette, who wrote the libretto to his opera The Child and the Enchantments. Other important works include Gaspard de la Nuit, The Tomb of Couperin, and the Pavane for a Dead Princess. But it is Spanish inspired orchestral works like the Rapsodie Espagnole and another piece that premiered in 1928 that made his name. FTP identify this composer of Daphnis and Chloe and a piece made famous by Ida Rubinstein, the insistently repetitive Bolero.


Answer: Maurice Ravel
8. For three years, he shacked up with a weaver in Wilmington, Delaware, and separated dead bodies from wounded ones in the wake of Civil War battles.  Earlier, he spent time in a labor prison in Alfred, Georgia for escaping from a plantation to which he was sold for $900.  Eighteen years passed since he and four other slaves planned their escape from Sweet Home. Though Denver initially distrusts him and at one point he runs away, what man, FTP, returns to Sethe and helps chase away the ghost of the title character in Beloved.

Answer: Paul D

9. Originally a god of contracts and friendship, later he was often paired with the goddess of fertilizing waters, Anahita. Usually worshipped in underground shrines that depicted his encounter with Geush Urvan, he had 10,000 ears and eyes and rode a chariot drawn by four white horses.  He was born from a rock with a knife and a torch in hand. His worship was sanctioned by emperors like Diocletian who consecrated a temple to this deity whom the Romans named Sol Invictus. FTP identify this mythological figure the slayer of a sacred bull, a sun god and forerunner of Ahura Mazda. 


Answer: Mithra or Mithras
10. The effort to enact it was led by Dr. Harvey W. Wiley, head of the Bureau of Chemistry in the Department of Agriculture. Wiley enlisted the support of the American Medical Association, the General Federation of Women's Clubs, and other consumer groups.  Impetus for this act came following a scandal during the Spanish-American War in 1898 involving an "embalmed” substance, this event, plus a series of articles by Charles Edward Russell and Samuel Hopkins Adams, which slammed, respectively the Beef Trust and patent medicine industry, FTP, spurred the passing of this act, which was most famously inspired by Upton Sinclair’s unappetizing novel The Jungle, in January 1906.


Answer: Pure Food and Drug Act
11. Sufferers of Caroli disease often show symptoms of vomiting because of this organ's enlargement, while receiving a transplant of healthy one improved the condition of some sufferers of Criggler-Najjar syndrome.  Cavernous hemangiomata are the most common type of tumor found in it, while steatosis is caused by the accumulation of fat in its major component cells, and is a common condition among the obese and alcoholics. FTP, name this organ, whose more common disorders include cirrhosis.

Answer: liver
12. Thought to have been lost forever when the Library of Alexandria burned in 48 BC., historians knew this play existed because Aristophanes and other Greek playwrights of the time made mention of it.  Recently discovered among papyrus scrolls inside a mummy, this trilogy about the Trojan War will be staged for the first time in summer 2004 in Cyprus and in Greece by Cyprus' national theater company, Thoc.  For 10 points, name this no-longer lost work of Aeschylus named for the Greek hero who slew Hector.


Answer: Achilles
13. Ironically this staunch anti-Fascist may have lived the last years of his life in the vicinity of his former enemies when he was allowed to live out his final days with his daughter in Chile. His own career began after he was found guilty for “preparing treason” and spent ten years in a Nazi labor camp, whereupon being set free by the Red Army he served in the Volkskammer and joined the Free German Youth Movement. When Walter Ulbricht was proving a little too receptive to Willy Brandt, this member of the SED replaced him, just as Egon Krenz would take over his position as chairman of the council of state after a wave of pro-democracy demonstrations. FTP identify this East German leader who built the Berlin Wall and effectively ruled the country from 1973 until 1989.


Answer: Erich Honecker

14. The first Bose-Einstein condensate including this element, one of three metals which is liquid at room temperature, was observed at 45 nanokelvin in October 2002.  In 1995 its hydride was found to be stiffer than diamond, while its hydroxide is still the strongest existing base known to man.  Its 137 isotope has been used in radioactive dating with lead-210, but may be more notorious for rapidly destroying bone marrow and skin cells.  FTP, name this alkali metal, the most electropositive element, which is commonly used in atomic clocks.

Answer: cesium
15. In 1842, he contributed a series of letters to The Nonconformist in which he argued that government actions should be limited to upholding natural rights. The writings were collected and published as the pamphlet, The Proper Sphere of Government. The Principles of Psychology speculated on ideas that would become much more popular four years later, while The Man Versus the State discussed political liberty. In his first book, Social Statics (1851), he presented a progressive model of the changes in human society over time in which he asserted and defended the emergence of individualism as the natural culmination of societal evolution. For 10 points, name this British thinker and author of A System of Synthetic Philosophy who argued that “the survival of the fittest” is morally justified.


Answer: Herbert Spencer
16. Its exceptionally clear and deep waters support the fishing industries of Hay River and Gros Cap, two towns on its shore. Originally called “Athapuscow, ”it was discovered in 1771 by Samuel Hearne and lies partially on the Canadian Shield and partially on the interior plateau. Though only ice free for four months it is an integral part of the waterway linking the Mackenzie with its namesake river. When gold was discovered there in the 1930s a mining center grew up around it which is now known as Yellowknife. Named for an English corruption of the Dogrib Indians who once lived on its shore, FTP, what is this tenth largest lake in the world and second largest in Canada.


Answer: Great Slave Lake
17. By the end of this encounter one side’s lack of supplies caused all civilians and wounded to be expelled at the base of Mount Auxois where many starved to death. Preceded by a skirmish at Vingeanne, which allowed them to hunker down, the defenders were ordered to dig a trench north-south between the Ose and Oserain rivers along the namesake town. The aggressors responded by digging their own series of trenches and setting up a 12 foot high wall, with observation towers every 130 feet. This technique allowed the Romans to beat back attacks from both sides and trapped the Chief of the Averni and his men in the town. But after capturing Avaricum, Lutetia, and Gergovia, Labienus and his general were feeling confident that the Gauls would fold. FTP identify this 52 B.C. battle which saw Caesar defeat Vercingetorix.

Answer: Alesia
18. His brief time in England resulted in his collaboration with Maxwell Fry on Village College, at Impington, while his collaborations with former student, Marcel Breuer, resulted in his own house in Lincoln, Massachusetts. As a member of the TAC he designed the University of Baghdad and the U.S. Embassy in Athens. But this student of Peter Behrens’ greatest works were created during his stint with another artistic collective whose headquarters in Dessau he also designed. FTP identify this architect of the Fagus Shoe Factory and the Harvard Graduate Center, the founder and director of the Bauhaus.


Answer: Walter Gropius

19. Most magnetic resonance contrast agents such as gadolinium-DTPA and technetium 99m DTPA fall into this class of molecules.  They are often formed in solution by sequestration agents just as in alkaline soils where the blue color of hydrangeas can be retained by using iron compounds.  From the Greek for “crab claw”, other examples include EDTA and chlorophyll, which has a magnesium center, though its most famous example might be hemoglobin.  FTP, identify this type of molecule that forms two or more bonds to a central metal ion.


Answer: chelate
20. Individual works like “The Unhappy Lot of Mr. Knott” broke away from the imitations of Wordsworth and Keats that dominate collections like Heartsease and Rue and Under the Willows. A trip to Chartres inspired his The Cathedral, while Democracy and other Addresses and Among My Books discuss his time as Ambassador to Spain and England. But it was his work about a sarcastic reviewer who visits Olympus to dispense opinions about literary contemporaries that brought him fame during his lifetime. That work along with “The Commemoration Ode” and The Vision of Sir Launfal made this New England writer’s name. FTP identify this author of A Fable for Critics and The Biglow Papers.

Answer: James Russell Lowell
21. Beginning on the fifteenth day of Kartika, in north India, it honors the homecoming of Rama to Ayodhya after his victory over the demon king Ravana. During it homes are thoroughly cleaned and windows are opened to welcome Laksmi, goddess of wealth.  On the second day Kali is worshiped, while the fourth day falls on the first day of the lunar New Year.  For 10 points, identify this five day Hindu festival, often referred to as the Festival of Lights.


Answer: Diwali (Accept: Divali, Dewali, Deepavali)

22. In 147 B.C.E. he served on the staff of his cousin Aemilianus during the attack on Carthage, and was given an award for being the first to mount the walls of a minor town being stormed.   In 137 B.C.E. he negotiated a surrender settlement with the Numantines, but was humiliated when the Senate rejected it. Cicero later argued that this episode spurred him, while Plebeian Tribune, to propose land reform measures unfavorable to the ruling oligarchy.  FTP, identify this man who was killed in 132 BC near the Capitol, during an armed confrontation with political enemies.


Answer: Tiberius Gracchus
23. The product of his father’s drunken rape of a village idiot girl, he hangs cats and has elaborate funerals for them.  Sent to Moscow to study cooking while his half brothers go to university, he eventually kills his father and frames his brother Dmitri for the murder.  He later commits suicide after telling his brother Ivan that he killed their old man.  FTP, name this illegitimate son of Feodor Karamazov.


Answer: Smerdyakov
