The product of his father’s drunken rape of a village idiot girl, he hangs cats and has elaborate funerals for them.  Sent to Moscow to study cooking while his half brothers go to university, he eventually kills his father and frames his brother Dmitri for the murder.  He later commits suicide after telling his brother Ivan that he killed their old man.  FTP, name this illegitimate son of Feodor Karamazov.


Answer: Smerdyakov
Their masses are actually almost entirely due to their kinetic and potential energy -- in some cases less than two percent of a particle's mass is actually from the mass of its constituents. They are  defined as particles composed of quarks, and are divided into the baryons, which contain three quarks, and the mesons, which contain one quark and one antiquark. FTP, what is this group, which includes such particles as the proton?


Answer: hadrons
This play was booed on its opening night, October 18, 1896.  However, when the play was directed by Stanislavsky two years later, it was a huge success, giving the Moscow Art Theatre its emblem.  In Act II, Treplev kills the title character and presents it to Nina.  Act I opens at Madame Treplev's estate, where her son, Konstantin, presents an outdoor performance of his new play.  The play ends with Konstantin shooting himself.  For 10 points, identify this work by Anton Chekhov.


Answer: The Seagull
Published anonymously in 1828, the setting of this novel, Harley College, is based upon the author’s alma mater. The titular character is a pale, scrawny student who falls hopelessly in love with the college president’s adopted daughter, Ellen Langdon. He soon realizes that his feelings are not reciprocated and gives Ellen over to the man she truly loves, dying soon thereafter. For ten points, name this Gothic novel, and early work of Nathaniel Hawthorne.


Answer: Fanshawe
Born in 1583 into a family of minor Protestant nobility, he became a soldier in 1602 and converted to Catholicism four years later. He quickly rose through the ranks and by 1621 had been named Governor of Bohemia for his military successes. Throughout his campaigns he made vast profits by taxing the inhabitants of the lands he conquered and by later buying up the estates of Czech nobles who had either been exiled or executed as a result of the Thirty Years War. For ten points, name this war profiteer and military commander best known for being the winning general at the battle of White Mountain and the loser at Lützen.


Answer: Albrech Eusebius von Wallenstein
When Act II opens, we discover that the title character has been kept hidden at home for five months because she has just given birth to the illegitimate son of Steva, the resident mill owner.  This opera, which had a new production open at the Metropolitan Opera on January 13, 2003, is set in a rural village of Moravian Slovakia in the late 19th century.  It title character is a winsome young woman who is nearly crushed by the oppressive morality of her stepmother Kostelnicka and her judgmental neighbors.  FTP, identify this opera by Leos Janacek.


Answer: Jenufa
It was long thought that the last copy in existence of his work The Restoration of Christianity died with him, strapped to his side when he was burned alive in Geneva in 1553.  After publication of his On the Errors of the Trinity, he was sentenced to death by the Spanish Inquisition, after which he moved to Paris and changed his name to "Michel de Villeneuve."  For 10 points, identify this Reformation era figure known for his denial of the doctrines of the trinity and original sin, which made him the guiding spirit, though not an actual founder, of the Unitarian Church.


Answer: Michael Servetus
The organization began in 1995, and developed into a non-profit corporation in June of 1999. Its projects include Cocoon, Avalon, Ant, Jakarta, and Maven, but it is best known for its eponymous software, the most recent versions of which are 2.0.48 and 1.3.29. FTP, what is this company, whose open-source HTTP Server is used by more than 64% of all web sites on the Internet?


Answer: Apache
In 1842, he contributed a series of letters to The Nonconformist in which he argued that government actions should be limited to upholding natural rights. The writings were collected and published the next year as a pamphlet, The Proper Sphere of Government.  In his first book, Social Statics (1851), he presented a progressive model of the changes in human society over time in which he asserted and defended the emergence of liberty and individualism as the natural culmination of societal evolution. For 10 points, name this leading British exponent of evolutionary theory, author of A System of Synthetic Philosophy (1862-1893).


Answer: Herbert Spencer
In north India, it honors the homecoming of Rama to Ayodhya after his victory over the demon king Ravana.  Beginning on the fifteenth day of Kartika,  homes are thoroughly cleaned and windows are opened to welcome Laksmi, goddess of wealth.  On the second day Kali is worshiped, while the fourth day falls on the first day of the lunar New Year.  For 10 points, identify this five day Hindu festival, often referred to as the Festival of Lights.


Answer: Diwali (Accept: Divali, Dewali, Deepavali)

Thought to have been lost forever when the Library of Alexandria burned in 48 BC., historians knew this play existed because Aristophanes and other Greek playwrights of the time made mention of it.  Recently discovered among papyrus scrolls inside a mummy, this trilogy about the Trojan War will be staged for the first time in summer 2004 in Cyprus and in Greece by Cyprus' national theater company, Thoc.  For 10 points, name this no-longer lost work of Aeschylus named for the Greek hero who slew Hector.


Answer: Achilles
Afflicted with dyslexia, his wife often helped him write captions for his work   He contributed illustrations to several books, including Mary Dodge’s Hans Brinker (1866), an 1868 edition of Daniel Defoe’s Robinson Crusoe, and an 1869 version of Clement Clarke Moore’s A Visit from St. Nicholas.  In 1902, before leaving to become American consul in Ecuador, he drew a prophetic cartoon in which he confronts “Yellow Jack”, i.e. yellow fever. Less than five months after arriving in Ecuador, he died of the dreaded disease.  For 10 points, name this pioneering American political cartoonist who gave us the image of Santa as a jolly, fat old man.


Answer: Thomas Nast  

“Who of us would not be glad to lift the veil behind which the future lies hidden; to cast a glance at the next advances of our science and at the secrets of its development during future centuries?" So began his address to the Second International Congress of Mathematicians at Paris in 1900. FTP, who is this man, best known for his challenge to mathematicians to solve the 23 problems described in that speech? 


Answer: David Hilbert
The Song of Evil” and “The Song of the Family” reverberate in the protagonist’s head as Coyotito sleeps in his cradle.  A scorpion bites Coyotito, whose mother Juana then works to suck out the poison.  At the beach with Coyotito and Juana, Kino dives for oysters and finds a massive one which yields the cursed title object.  FTP, this describes the opening sequence in what novella by John Steinbeck?


Answer: The Pearl 

In 147 B.C.E. he served on the staff of his cousin Aemilianus during the attack on Carthage, and was given an award for being the first to mount the walls of a minor town being stormed.   In 137 B.C.E. he negotiated a surrender settlement with the Numantines, but was humiliated when the Senate rejected it. Cicero later argued that this episode spurred him, while Plebeian Tribune, to propose land reform measures unfavorable to the ruling oligarchy.  FTP, identify this man who was killed in 132 BC near the Capitol, during an armed confrontation with political enemies.


Answer: Tiberius Gracchus
The effort to enact this law was led by Dr. Harvey W. Wiley, head of the Bureau of Chemistry in the Department of Agriculture. Wiley enlisted the support of the American Medical Association, the General Federation of Women's Clubs, and other consumer groups.  Impetus for this act came following the "embalmed beef" scandal of the Spanish-American War in 1898, plus a series of articles by Charles Edward Russell and Samuel Hopkins Adams, which slammed, respectively the Beef Trust and patent medicine industry.  FTP, name this act passed in January 1906, further inspired Upton Sinclair’s unappetizing novel The Jungle.


Answer: Pure Food and Drug Act 
Siegfried Sassoon thought he had "cold-storaged humanity" and Virginia Woolf thought he was a nervous neurotic, especially because he wore pale green face powder and lipstick.  He turned away from his avant-garde connections when, in 1928, he collected a group of politically conservative essays under the title of For Lancelot Andrewes, prefacing them with a declaration that he considered himself a "classicist in literature, royalist in politics, and anglo-catholic in religion."  FTP, name this poet and playwright of The Family Reunion, Ash Wednesday and Four Quartets.


Answer: Thomas Stearns (aka T.S.) Eliot
According to the 1976 edition of the World Book Encyclopedia, this country’s name means “land of the pure” in Urdu.  According to the 15th edition of the Encyclopaedia Briannica, it name was coined in 1933 by Choudhary Rahmat Ali and is an acronym for the five Northern units of India – Punja, North-West Frontier (Afghan) Province, Kashmir, Sind and Baluchistan.  For 10 points, identify this country


Answer: Paskistan
It is a normal inhabitant of the intestines of all animals, including humans. When aerobic culture methods are used, it is the dominant species found in feces. Normally it serves a useful function in the body by suppressing the growth of harmful bacterial species and by synthesizing appreciable amounts of vitamins. However, a minority of  strains, especially serotype O157:H7, are capable of causing human illness by several different mechanisms.  FTP, identify this bacterium in the Family Enterobacteriaceae 


Answer: E. Coli or Escherichia coli

Astronomer Donald Olson recently theorized that this painting was inspired by the explosion of Krakatoa, whose atmospheric debris caused blood-red sunsets to occur in various parts of the world.  An 1892 journal entry by its creator confirms this: “Suddenly the sky turned blood-red.  I stopped, and leaned against the railing, deathly tired - looking out across the flaming clouds that hung like blood and a sword over the blue-black fjord and town. My friends walked on - I stood there, trembling with fear. And I sensed a great, infinite scream pass through nature."  For 10 points, identify this 1893 painting by Edvard Munch.


Answer: The Scream
In 1914 this man was given command of Russian Second Army, despite the fact that he had spent his entire career up to that point as a bureaucrat rather than a front-line commander. He soon proved his incompetence by driving his forces into East Prussia, all the while having no clue where the German forces were located. He soon found out at the Battle of Tannenburg, where his forces were completely demolished. For ten points, name this ill-fated Russian general who, upon realizing defeat was imminent, charged to the front lines in hopes of dying, but failing to accomplish even that, committed suicide.


Answer:  Aleksander Samsonov



Born in Pescina, Italy, the son of an Italian bureaucrat, he was educated in law, but gained prominence as a soldier and diplomat in the service of the Vatican. During this time he made such an impression on the Louis XIII=s chief advisor, Cardinal Richelieu, that he was placed in the permanent employ of the French government. During Louis XIV=s minority he ruled alongside the queen, Anne of Austria, and probably became her lover, and perhaps even her husband. For ten points, name this Cardinal and chief advisor to the Sun King, who effectively eliminated his own role in government by teaching the young king to effectively rule France.


Answer: Jules Mazarin or Giulio Mazzarini
The first public hearings of this composer’s music, in the late 1890's, were unfavorably reviewed by the few critics who paid attention to them; a fact which set up the story that he was a dangerous political revolutionary--a story that seriously hindered his early efforts at recognition.  Gaspard de la nuit" and the "Mother Goose" suite (1908). Of later works the "Scheherazade," "Alborada del gracioso," "Rhapsodie Espagnole" and "La Valse"-   the comic opera "L'Heure Espagnole," Diaghileff Ballet Russe brought out "Daphnis et Chloe" in 1912.
