His polished 

style, modelled on Voltaire and Fénélon, is evident in the collection of aphorisms The Garden of Epicurus. The lovable Abbé

Coignard is the hero of his vast tableau of life in eighteenth century France, 1893's "At the Sign of the Reine Pédauque". Another

successful novel concerns a philologist bewildered by everyday life. In the 1920s his writings were put on the Catholic Church's

Index, and hostility toward bourgeois values led him to support French Communist Party.  FTP, name this out-of-fashion writer who

was awarded the Nobel Prize in Literature in 1921and penned The Crime of Sylvester Bonnard Thaïs, and The Gods Are Thirsty.

Virginia Woolf borrowed this play's dirge "Fear no more the heat of the sun" as a theme of her novel Mrs Dalloway. Its main

sources are A Mirror for Magistrates, Holinshed for the English history, and Boccaccio for the love story. In the play, the servant

Pisanio is ordered  to commit murder at Milford Haven, but instead advises the victim to disguise herself as a page, Fidele. In

Wales, Fidele meets her brothers, who were stolen twenty years before by the banished nobleman Belarius. After Cloten is

decapitated,  Fidele, who has taken a sleeping potion, joins the Roman army  invading Britain as a result of the title character's

failure to pay tribute to Rome.FTP, name this Shakespeare play about the King of Britain when Augustus Caesar was emperor of

Rome.

The narrator of this poem sees "enormous bogs fermenting" and, tangled in weeds, a rotting Leviathan. At the work's end, a small

puddle in a city street signifies a return to sober personal experience. The influence of James Fenimore Cooper's novels and the

romances of Chateaubriand can be seen in the first stanza's image of  "men, captured by Indians...stripped and nailed for target

practice to gaudy totem poles." It's originality so impressed Paul Verlaine that he entreated the author to move to Paris. FTP,

release from the world of conventions through intoxication as  is the subject of what poem by Arthur Rimbaud?

This "khalifat rasul Allah's" first task was to counter the various Ridda that constituted the "Wars of Apostasy". 

Often called "siddiq", or truthful, this wealthy merchant was compassionate, purchasing the freedom of slaves like Bilal the black

who became the well-known "Muazzin" at the Prophet's Mosque. Sunni historians claim that he often led the congregation in the

public prayers at Madina  and led a 632  hajj, but Shi'i traditions are less impressed. The Ansar and Meccans unwillingly accepted

this man,  imposed in a coup d'etat, as sole successor of the Prophet. FTP, name this dad of Aisha and father-in-law of

Mohammed, the first caliph.

These people occupied what is today a a beautiful town near the river Evrotas. Perioeci , or "dwellers around or about." were

foreign people who carried out most of their trade in the glory days.

He served as an assistant to Johannes Müller, working on notochord development in tadpoles.  He showed that yeast were tiny

plant-like organisms,  suggested that fermentation was a biological process, and discovered  the digestive enzyme  pepsin.  In 1839's

"Microscopic researches on the Conformity in Structure and Growth Between Animals and Plants,", he recognized nuclear

structures similar to what Schleiden had observed in plants. Later, he extended Schleiden's cell theory to animals, stating that all

living things are composed of cells formed principally outside pre-existing cells, drawing an analogy to crystal formation. FTP, name

this  master microscopist, known for his namesake type of glial cell of the peripheral nervous system that  insulates nerves.

Edward Burne-Jones seldom advised anyone to take up a career in art, but when this author of  the Wagner-inspired novella

"Under the Hill" dropped by,  B.J. advised the rail-thin, redheaded clerk for the Guardian Fire and Life Assurance to follow his

muse. His first major project was J.M. Dent's edition of "Morte d'Arthur". He collaborated on striking volumes of  Pope's "The

Rape of the Lock" and Johnson's "Volpone", but  the greatest impact on his career came when he illustrated the English version of

his pal Oscar Wilde's play "Salome".
