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Toss-Up Questions

1. It began with bands of farmers dressing as Native Americans and tarring and feathering law enforcement officers attempting to serve writs of ejection.  It spawned a namesake political party in 1842, causing the state of New York to declare illegal “one-quarter sales.”  It resulted when the heirs of Stephen Van Rensselaer attempted to collect $500,000 in delinquent dues from tenants in New York, resulting in unrest against the leasehold system organized by the patroons, who exacted feudal dues.  FTP, identify this 1839-1846 “war” that took its name from the unsatisfactory New York lease system.

Answer: Antirent War

2. It was first observed in experiments involving an oxyhydrogen flame placed between the poles of a Ruhmkorff’s electromagnet.  The Landé g factor gives a gyromagnetic ratio for the electron in calculations involving this effect.  Of its two varieties, the anomalous does not agree with classical predictions and is explained by incorporation of hyperfine structure.  The normal variety shows a single spectral line splitting into multiple lines.  FTP, identify this effect named after a Dutch physicist characterized by the splitting of spectral lines in the presence of a magnetic field.

Answer: Zeeman effect

3. It borrows heavily from the style of Marivaux, though its subtitle claims it was “Written in Imitation of the Manner of Cervantes.”  The title character and his love are set upon by thieves but rescued by the Parson Abraham Adams, whose name also forms part of the subtitle to this novel.  The title character refuses the advances of Mrs. Slipslop, but is first seen as a footman refusing the advances of Lady Booby, who later gives a generous gift of 2000 pounds to his love Fanny Goodwill.  FTP, identify this novel by Henry Fielding whose title character is the brother of Samuel Richardson’s Pamela.

Answer: The History and Adventures of Joseph Andrews and of his friend, Mr. Abraham Adams, written in Imitation of the Manner of Cervantes
4. One of the earliest appearances of this concept can be found in Anaxagoras’ Peri Physeos, which formed the basis for atomic theory.  It is thought to exist in contrast with the idea of dianoia, or the stepwise grasping of ideas.  In Stoic philosophy, it is the rational principle of the cosmos.  It is perhaps most famous for its role in another school of philosophy, as it is the reflection of the absolute good, which includes the universe of rational beings.  FTP, identify this concept expounded on by Plotinus and thought of as the highest good in Neo-Platonism.

Answer: noûs
5. The specific incidences the narrator recalls about this character include the time he hit the narrator with a “surprise left” in the jaw, and the time he “bit the recess lady’s breast.”  His father didn’t give him any attention or affection, and he was something that “mommy wouldn’t wear,” though his first appearance is at home drawing pictures of mountaintops, standing in front of a lemon yellow sun, arms raised in a “V,” with the dead lying in pools of maroon below.  The chorus of the song in which he appears recounts how this character “spoke in class today.”  FTP, identify this focus of a song by Pearl Jam.

Answer: Jeremy
6. He gained parts of Serbia and Walachia by the 1718 Treaty of Passarowitz.  He ceded Naples and Sicily to Spain in exchange for Parma and Piacenza by the Treaty of Vienna after his unsuccessful engagement in the War of Polish Succession.  His father precipitated the War of Spanish Succession by wishing to put him on the throne instead of Philip V.  He succeeded his father Leopold I and brother Joseph I as Holy Roman Emperor in 1711.  FTP, identify this Holy Roman Emperor who issued a Pragmatic Sanction in 1713 so that his daughter Maria Theresa might succeed him.

Answer: Charles VI or Charles III of Hungary

7. Composed of immunoglobulin G1 heavy chains and kappa light chains, it serves several functions.  It acts as the binding site for class II histocompatibility molecules and it interacts with the protein Lck to deliver co-stimulatory signals from crosslinking.  However, it is probably most recognizable as the binding site for the gp120 protein, which allows a certain virus to overtake its cell.  FTP, identify this glycoprotein receptor site on T cells that serves as the binding site for HIV.

Answer: CD4 or cluster determinant 4
8. This poem’s second stanza urges the reader that “Yet not to thine eternal resting place / Shalt thou retire alone…”  The poem goes on to state that the sun, planets, and “all the infinite host of heaven” are looking down upon “the sad abodes of death.”  The final lines urge the reader to approach death “sustained and soothed by an unfaltering trust” like one who “lies down to pleasant dreams.”  This poem opens with the lines “To him who, in the love of Nature, holds / Communion with her visible forms…”  FTP, identify this 1821 poem, a meditation on death, written by William Cullen Bryant.

Answer: Thanatopsis
9. He entered the advertising industry after his academic career, becoming vice president of J. Walter Thompson, Inc.  His work in psychology was interrupted by World War I, but he gained some fame with his work with children, producing Psychological Care of Infant and Child.  His most famous work in psychology was put forth in the manifesto Psychology as the Behaviorist Views It.  He was asked to resign from Johns Hopkins University after a sex scandal with a research associate.  FTP, identify this behaviorist and author of Animal Education and Behaviorism.

Answer: John B. Watson
10. His conch shell is Devadatta and he bears Gandiva bow.  When in battle, his standard is the raging monkey Hanuman.  When he refused the advances of the goddess Urvasi, she cursed him to be a woman for a year, which he used as a disguise while hiding in exile.  One of his wives was Subadhra, but he is famous for winning the beautiful Draupadi in an archery contest, whom he married with his four other brothers.  The middle brother of the group known as the Pandavas, FTP, identify this warrior of Hindu mythology that was taught by Krishna the lessons of the Bhagavad-Gita.

Answer: Arjuna

11. The war that ended their rule began when their king, Apophis I, insulted Seqenenre Tao.  With a name meaning “shepherd kings,” some of their rulers included Salitis, Khyan, and Apepi I.  They set up their capital at Avaris, which was formerly known as Tanis, while the people they conquered maintained a capital at Thebes.  Their last king, Khamudi, lost a decisive battle at Avaris against Ahmose I, thereby ending their rule in 1550 BCE.  Having brought items like the wheel and chariots, FTP, identify this people whose demise marked the beginning of the New Kingdom in ancient Egypt.

Answer: Hyksos
12. One of his most famous discoveries resulted from Giovanni Borelli’s work in biomechanics.  The first to discover red blood cells, he also identified the taste buds.  Appointed personal physician to Pope Innocent XII, his “bodies” are cup-shaped structures in the nephron that enclose the glomerulus, and his “layer” is the site of mitosis and innermost layer of the epidermis.  His name also graces a set of excretory tubules in grasshoppers.  FTP, identify this 17th century Italian physiologist who set the stage for William Harvey’s work in blood circulation by discovering the capillaries.

Answer: Marcello Malpighi
13. A pivotal scene in this novel takes place when the Bishop of Agde convinces the main character that the path to power lies with the Church.  The main character is sent by M. Chélan to the Besançon seminary to avoid the scandal that forms the first part of this novel.  Fouqué’s offer of a lucrative position in the lumber industry is rejected, and the main character’s many lovers include Mathilde de la Mole, whose father ennobles him, and Elisa, the maidservant to Mme. de Rênal, who he also seduces.  FTP, identify this novel that centers on Julien Sorel, perhaps the most famous work of Stendahl.

Answer: The Red and the Black or Le rouge et le noir
14. It stemmed from the composer’s ideology of Gebrauchmusik.  It was premiered in Berlin in 1934 with a twenty-minute standing ovation.  Composed of three movements, the opening is based on the chorale tune Es sungen drei Engel ein süssen Gesang, better known as Blow the Man Down!  The second movement treats the burial of Christ, and the last deals with the life of a saint.  The three movements are called Concert of Angels, Entombment, and Temptation of St. Anthony, like the panels of the Isenheim Altarpiece.  FTP, identify this symphony used to score an opera of the same title by Paul Hindemith.

Answer: Mathis der Maler Symphony
15. Chapters 26 and 45 of this book relate the events of the reign of King Jehoiakim, while the chapters in between chronicle the reign of King Zedekiah.  Chapters 30 and 31 are utterances by the namesake prophet and are known as the Little Book of Comfort.  The final section is drawn from 2 Kings and gives a collection of pronouncements against foreign nations.  The first part, most likely derived from his pupil Baruch, includes his call, his Temple sermon, and other activities under kings like Josiah.  FTP, identify this book of the Old Testament that prophesies the fall of Judah and the Babylonian Captivity.

Answer: Book of Jeremiah
16. While serving as a senator from Connecticut, he chaired the committee that drew up the bill organizing the current system of federal courts.  He was also responsible for the term “United States” appearing in the Constitution.  Along with Roger Sherman, he proposed the national legislative system known as the Connecticut Compromise.  After serving in his most famous capacity, he was appointed by John Adams to negotiate a trade agreement with Napoleon.  FTP, identify this American statesman who Washington appointed as the third chief justice of the U.S. Supreme Court.

Answer: Oliver Ellsworth
17. It is governed by a pre-exponential term, usually symbolized by capital A, which prefixes an exponential term that states the probability for occupying a given energy state decreases exponentially with energy.  The statistical method behind this law was worked out by its two namesake discoverers and one of them involved his namesake constant.  It can be considered a classical treatment of Bose-Einstein and Fermi-Dirac statistics, applicable to chemical systems.  FTP, identify this law describing the distribution of speeds among the molecules of a gas named after a Scot and an Austrian.

Answer: Maxwell-Boltzmann distribution or law

18. The Tsarist officer in the cell next to the main character taps out the phrase, “Serves you right… the wolves devour each other.”  The main character callously betrays young Richard and his secretary Arlova to the Party.  This novel focuses on the interrogation by the coarse Gletkin, who is thought to betray his fellow interrogator Ivanov for being “a cynic.”  Both interrogators are ultimately controlled by the feared No. 1.  At the novel’s end, the hero Rubashov is given to the “shrug of eternity” as he is killed for crimes he did not commit.  FTP, identify this 1941 novel written by Arthur Koestler.

Answer: Darkness at Noon
19. He served for many years as the editor for the journal Archiv für Sozialwissenschaft und Sozialpolitik.  Some of his earlier works dealt with traditional authority and the charisma of world leaders.  He distinguished between the zweckrational and the wertrational, two of the major types of social action, and postulated that prevailing philosophical ideas in the East prevented the development of capitalism in 1921’s The Religions of the East.  He argued a complementary idea about the West in his most famous work.  FTP, identify this sociologist and author of The Protestant Ethic and the Spirit of Capitalism.

Answer: Max Weber
20. The artist’s study for this sculpture resulted in the work The Mighty Hand and the Despairing Girl.  It was originally to be placed on a low pedestal so that viewers could interact with this group, but that request was not fulfilled until 1924 when this sculpture was moved to the Town Hall.  All the figures in this work of bronze stand with hunched shoulders and bear looks of despair, except for one with a stern look and straight back, the figure of Eustache de St. Pierre, who sacrificed his life to lift the title city from an English siege.  FTP, identify this sculpture depicting six men, a work by Auguste Rodin.

Answer: The Burghers of Calais
