Tossups 
1. The final stanzas reveal the location of the title object and establish its setting as one suited for battle and bloodshed, specifically with the images of the “bulls locked… in fight” and the “giants at a hunting”.* Additionally, the narrator reveals the danger he is in when he refers to “all the lost adventurers, [his] peers” and when he sees them “ranged along the hillsides… in a sheet of flames”. In the end, despite his desolation and peril, the title character blows his horn, ending his quest. FTP, so goes the conclusion of what poem by Robert Browning which takes its name from a line spoken by Edgar in Shakespeare’s King Lear? 

          ANSWER: Childe Roland to the Dark Tower Came 

2. He is frequently depicted in the accompaniment of many animals, in particular, stags and a snake with rams’ horns,* which appears nowhere else. He is also often shown squatting, which may reflect his association with meditation or with hunting. Most of the time he is wearing or carrying many torcs, a sign of nobility, and his image has been found from Cisalpine Gaul to Denmark to the British Isles. FTP, who is this Celtic deity most noted for his horns or antlers, a feature which lends itself to his name?
          ANSWER: Cernunnos (accept similar pronunciations)
3. Stephen de Cloyes, a French shepherd, claimed to bear a letter from Jesus to the king of France, Philip II, and led a group of followers to Paris. Nicholas, a German shepherd, claimed that he had visions of Jesus* and led a group of followers across the Alps to Genoa. The first failed when the king ordered the crowd to disperse, the second when the waters of the Mediterranean did not part as Nicholas had predicted. FTP, this describes the germs of truth concerning what legendary 1212 event which has long been suggested to have led to many preadolescents being sold into slavery?

          ANSWER: Children’s Crusade 
4. It is applied in a number of processes, including the Linde technique, which was developed by Carl von Linde for the Guinness brewery as a method of refrigeration.* Two results are possible from this process: one involves an increase in potential energy due to the intermolecular attractive forces and the other an increase in kinetic energy caused by the decrease in molecular collisions. FTP, name this effect, named for two important physicists, which is the isenthalpic process by which the temperature of a real gas is changed by allowing it to expand freely.
          ANSWER: Joule-Thomson Effect or Joule-Kelvin Effect (do not prompt on Thomson Effect)
5. It was discovered to be a visual binary in 1719 by James Bradley. That pair is part of a star system with another binary,* composed of two red dwarfs, which are located 72 arcseconds away, but share the same parallax and proper motion. Spectrographic analysis of the primary stars revealed that each is actually a binary, proving that this star system is actually composed of 6 different stars. FTP, what is this star, designated alpha Geminorum, though it is fainter than beta Geminorum, or Pollux?
          ANSWER: Castor (accept Alpha Geminorum before it is said) 
6. In contrast with its source, this play adds characters who did not appear in the original, namely Silenus and the play’s chorus.* They are also directly responsible for the violence which ensues, as they blame the protagonist for their own wrong-doing. When Odysseus lands on Sicily, he offers to trade his wine for food. Silenus and the satyrs agree to this readily, however, the food actually belongs to Polyphemus, who then traps Odysseus’ men. FTP, identify this play by Euripides, the only complete satyr play still in existence.  

          ANSWER: Cyclops 
7. Symbolic objects and gestures are very important, as emphasized by this Buddhist school’s name, which comes from the weapon wielded by Indra. When the Japanese monk Kukai* was dispatched to Tang China, he returned with knowledge from this school, which formed the basis for Shingon Buddhism. While Theravada and Mahayana sects stress that enlightenment comes over many lifetimes, this school strives to attain Buddhahood in as little as a single lifetime. FTP, what is this sect of Buddhism, which is highly influential in Tibet and which is often thought of as the “third vehicle”?

           ANSWER: Vajrayana or Mantrayana or Tantrayana or Diamond Vehicle 
8. It served as both the Church of the Theotokos and the Church of Our Lady under the Byzantine and Latin Empires respectively and was converted to a mosque by the Ottomans when they captured it in 1456.* During a war with the Venetians, it was used as a magazine and a Venetian shell destroyed much of the building when it ignited the gunpowder stores. FTP, name this ancient building, many of the sculptures of which were removed by the Earl of Elgin after he gained permission from the Ottoman Sultan to collect antiquities in Athens.
          ANSWER: Parthenon 
9. There is debate about the “Snap!” which appears in the frame in which her leg is caught to stop her from falling, with some suggesting that it broke her neck* and with Stan Lee suggesting that it was the result of whiplash. As equally controversial is the reason she was killed off, with many suggesting that if she were to have lived, then she would have eventually married the main character, aging him considerably. FTP, who is this woman, a primary love interest of Peter Parker until her death in Amazing Spider-Man #121?

          ANSWER: Gwen Stacy (accept either) 
10. Walter Zenga, the famed Italian goalie, was the first foreign-born coach of this club, when he led them in the 2005-06 season. This club also has a tradition of naming players, who have positively impacted it and brought it international renown, “Stars”* of the club, with 5 holding such a distinction, including Vladimir Pižon Petrović, who helped lead the team to a second-place finish in the 1979 UEFA Cup. FTP, name this Serbian soccer club best known for the 1991 squad which won the Intercontinental Cup and the UEFA Cup and which has an intense rivalry with FK Partizan.
          ANSWER: Red Star Belgrade or Fudbalski klub Crvena Zvezda 
11. She owns a helicopter which is called Yo-Yo because it can only go up and down and in her first incarnation, she was a witch from the show The Children’s Corner.* She is frequently visited by her friend from Southwood, Betty Okonak Templeton-Jones, with whom she went to school and she was also the discoverer of the Purple Planet, where everyone and everything are always the same. First appearing in Episode 6 of MisteRoger’s Neighborhood, FTP, who is this resident of the Neighborhood of Make-Believe and curator of the Museum-Go-Round?
          ANSWER: Lady Elaine Fairchilde 
12. This film was Erin Cressida Wilson’s first screenplay and also featured her in an uncredited role sitting in the waiting room. Director Steven Shainberg* also had an uncredited role as the voice of a sex therapist on tape. The film opens with a woman being released from a mental institution and returning to her unstable home. Attempting to genuinely improve, she seeks work and is hired by a lawyer, E. Edward Grey, as an administrative assistant. Eventually their relationship becomes more than professional in, FTP, what 2002 film about BDSM, starring Maggie Gyllenhaal and James Spader?
          ANSWER: Secretary 
13. A parody of this song’s video was made by Norwegian soldiers serving as peacekeeping forces in the Balkans; they were prompted by and made use of a parody of this song by Bob Rivers.* It has received both praise and criticism, earning a Golden Globe nomination for Best Original Song – Motion Picture and a spot on VH1’s “40 Most Awesomely Bad No. 1 Songs”. Though he did not participate in the original recording, Brian Wilson did lend vocals to a Spanish version. FTP, what is this Beach Boys’ song, their last #1 song and the only one not written or co-written by Brian Wilson?
          ANSWER: “Kokomo” (prompt on Kosovo)
14. In his first All-Star appearance, he pitched for half of an inning, striking out Melvin Mora, Mike Sweeney, and Garret Anderson in 11 pitches.* He earned the role of closer following the trades of Billy Wagner and Octavio Dotel in 2003 and 2004 respectively, and earned the nickname “Lights Out” because of his consistency. However, he became infamous for giving up two crucial homeruns in the 2005 postseason. FTP, who is this Astros reliever best known for giving up an Albert Pujols homerun in Game 5 of the NLCS and a Scott Podsednik walk-off homerun in Game 2 of the World Series?
          ANSWER: Brad Lidge 
15. This band had a series of drummers over its career, starting with Scott Mercado, and then Dave Krusen, formerly of Pearl Jam, and Shannon Larkin, formerly of Ugly Kid Joe.* They were one of the first successful bands on Maverick Records, with their first two albums both achieving platinum status. Their third album, 1998’s Happy Pills, did not have the same success. FTP, who is this Seattle-based post-grunge band which had great success with songs like “Far Behind” and “You”, and which recently regrouped for a North American tour?
          ANSWER: Candlebox 
16. Lee Iacocca once invoked this man’s name when he was discussing the quality of Chrysler cars and Ronald Reagan compared Nicaraguan president Daniel Ortega to him. He reappeared briefly from 1999 to 2001,* touting a new line of cars, including the Axiom and Impulse. His initial fame started with his Super Bowl XXI spots in 1987 and his original ad campaign ran from 1986 to 1990, often featuring his mother. FTP, who is this TV spokesperson, a lying con-artist attempting to sell his namesake brand of cars?
          ANSWER: Joe Isuzu

1. Identify each of the following people associated with a modernist art movement F10PE. 
A. Considered one of the founders of Futurism, this poet and political thinker was noted for his advancement of Fascist thought after his Futurist Political Party was absorbed into Mussolini’s. He was also the first to provide a manifesto outlining Futurist ideas, Manifesto of Futurism, and he wrote the sound poem Zang Tumb Tumb. 
          ANSWER: Filippo Tommaso Marinetti 
B. As a painter, two of this Futurist’s most important works were The Street Enters the House and The City Rises, but he is better known as a sculptor, with his most famous work Unique Forms of Continuity in Space being depicted on the Italian 20 cent euro coin. 
          ANSWER: Umberto Boccioni 
C. Initially working as a painter and even helping to restore Leonardo’s The Last Supper, this Futurist turned to music and is credited as one of the first theorists of electronic music with his treatise The Art of Noise. His work in this field, along with that of his brother Antonio, earned him the nickname the “grandfather of modern music”. 
          ANSWER: Luigi Russolo 
2. 40-30-20-10, identify the writer.
A. 40) He or she put stylus to papyrus, pen to paper, finger to keyboard, or something like that.
B. 30) Following the assassination of Caesar, he joined the army of Brutus and was present at the Battle of Philippi, from which he fled. When he returned to Rome under amnesty, he was able to purchase a clerkship in the quaestor’s office. 
C. 20) His Ars Poetica was first translated into English by Elizabeth I and he was noted for his adaptation of the difficult Greek meters of poets such as Alcaeus and Sappho to Latin verse. 
D. 10) His poetry is the origin of many famous Latin phrases, such as “carpe diem”, “aurea mediocritas”, and “dulce et decorum est pro patria mori”. 
          ANSWER: Horace or Quintus Horatius Flaccus 
3. China has only been Communist for approximately 60 years, but it has had a number of prominent Communist leaders. F10PE, identify each of the following of those leaders.

A. He became Premier of China and Foreign Secretary in 1949, passing on the duties of Foreign Secretary to Chén Yì in 1958. He is noted as an able diplomat and was instrumental in organizing Nixon’s visit to China, but his death was seen as a great opportunity for the Gang of Four. 

          ANSWER: Zhōu Ēnlái

B. Following Zhōu’s death in 1976, he became the Premier and succeeded Máo Zédōng as Chairman of the Chinese Communist Party when Máo died later that year. During his short term, he quickly ousted the Gang of Four, marking the end of the Cultural Revolution, but he was pushed out of power, beginning in 1978. 

          ANSWER: Huà Guófēng 

C. In favor of a more market economy, this protégé of Zhōu succeeded Huà as the leader of China, though he never actually held any of the powerful political posts. His rule was marked by the Four Modernizations and “socialism with Chinese characteristics”, which have been responsible for China’s economic gains of the last quarter century. 

          ANSWER: Dèng Xiăopíng 
4. F15PE, identify each of the following related to the establishment of a canon for the New Testament.
A. One of the earliest impetuses for the formation of a canon may have been this heretic from Sinope in Pontus who argued against the compatibility of Christianity with Judaism. He made use of 10 of the Pauline epistles and of the Gospel of Luke, as well as his own Antithesis, which illustrated differences between the two religions’ writings and beliefs. 
          ANSWER: Marcion of Sinope 
B. This Pope and Saint is credited with convening the Council of Rome in the 4th Century, which is regarded as having been the birthplace of the Catholic canon, as well as hiring Jerome as his personal secretary, who produced the Latin Vulgate Bible. 
          ANSWER: Saint Damasus I 
5. 5 for 1, 10 for 2, 20 for 3, and 30 for all 4, provide the following West African rivers.
A. Rising on the Fouta Djallon plateau in Guinea, this river flows generally west for 700 miles before emptying into the Atlantic after passing through a country which shares its name. 

          ANSWER: Gambia River
B. This oddly-shaped river is generally thought now to be a combination of two different rivers, which altered their courses as the Sahara dried up. It rises in Guinea and empties into the Gulf of Guinea at a spot in a namesake country known as the Oil Rivers. 

          ANSWER: Niger River 

C. This river is formed by the confluence of the Semefé and Bafing Rivers, both of which have their sources in Guinea. Flowing for approximately 1,119 miles, this river forms the border between a namesake country and Mauritania.
          ANSWER: Senegal River 
D. The largest manmade lake in the world is formed by the Akosombo Dam on this river and it is divided into three segments, the Black, Red, and White. It flows from Burkina Faso, which was formerly named for it, through Ghana, and into the Gulf of Guinea. 
          ANSWER: Volta River 
6. As it presaged the trench warfare which would be so important to World War I, the Battle of Petersburg has long had an important part in military history. F10PE, answer the following about that battle.

A. The siege at Petersburg began when Union forces moved south of Richmond to take the city after their defeat at this battle, the final engagement of the Overland Campaign and among the bloodiest of the Civil War. 

          ANSWER: Battle of Cold Harbor 
B. When the Union XVIII Corps under Gen. William Smith initially made their way to Petersburg, they were confronted by a mere 2200 men under this general. He managed to prevent the Union forces from taking the city through a series of elaborate feints. He is best known as the commander at the First Battle of Bull Run. 

          ANSWER: Pierre Gustav Toutant Beauregard 

C. Col. Henry Pleasants devised a plan to plant explosives under the Confederate lines, which resulted in this battle. The explosion killed around 300 Confederates, but Gen. William Mahone rallied the troops and led them to annihilate Gen. Burnside’s men who attempted to advance through the title object. 

          ANSWER: Battle of the Crater
7. He may be the most important American or Russian writer of the 20th Century. FTSNOP, identify the following novels by Vladimir Nabokov. 
A. 10) There is very little consensus on how to read this work, which is, on its surface, a 999-line poem divided into 4 cantos and written by John Shade, who died before completing it, and a commentary on that poem, with an introduction and annotations by Charles Kinbote, who may or may not be the deposed king of Zembla, Charles Xavier. 
          ANSWER: Pale Fire 
B. 15) In this novel, Aleksandr is a much-picked on boy who learns chess after meeting a man at a party held by his father. He develops very quickly, rising to the level of International Grandmaster within 10 years, but he has a mental breakdown before his match with Turati and eventually commits suicide.

12. Though it is probably most noted now for its lurid covers, Vanity Fair has been an important voice in American culture, politics, and history. F10PE, answer the following from the history of that magazine.
