Tossups 
1. Books I-III cover all of the truths which are naturally accessible to the human mind and Book IV addresses those truths which the human mind cannot itself grasp.* Book I addresses God’s existence, Book II, God’s actions, namely Creation, and Book III, how the end of all things can be found in God. Legend has it that it was written at the behest of Raymond of Penafort to educate the heathens, but since the 20th Century it has been seen as a treatise on truth. FTP, name this work by Thomas Aquinas, which some consider the precursor to his Summa Theologica.

          ANSWER: Summa contra Gentiles
2. It was first proposed in the 17th Century by the Danish scientist, Nicolas Steno,* and forms a very powerful tool for dating rocks and materials found in rock layers when combined with the law of faunal succession. In stratigraphic dating, it is used to argue that an object cannot be older than the strata of rock in which it is found. FTP, what is this law, important to geology, archaeology, and all other sciences concerned with geological stratigraphy, which states that in an undeformed stratigraphic sequence, the layers decrease in age as one moves towards the surface?
          ANSWER: Law of Superposition
3. It began as an offshoot of the PCP-Bandera Roja and initially had a great deal of support from university students. In 1980, it held its “First Military School”, where militants were instructed in guerilla tactics and weapons use and practiced the form of indoctrination called “criticism and self-criticism”.* They set off a bomb in the offices of Popular Action and were responsible for the assassinations of three priests in Ancash and of Mariá Elena Moyano. FTP, name this insurgent Maoist group based in Peru, which has been only sporadically active since the capture of Abimael Guzman in 1992.

          ANSWER: Sendero Luminoso or Shining Path (prompt on Communist Party of Peru)

4. His favorite work is Consolatio Philosophiae, especially the aspect of the rotuna Fortunae, or Wheel of Fortune. He was once nearly arrested outside of a D.H. Holmes’ department store while waiting for his mother to purchase some items from the bakery* and he considers his trip to Baton Rouge three years ago to be the most traumatic experience in his life. He graduated from Tulane with a Master’s in Medieval Studies and he is deeply devoted to that time period, preferring it to the decadent culture and century in which he finds himself living. FTP, name this man, the main character of John Kennedy O’Toole’s A Confederacy of Dunces. 
          ANSWER: Ignatius J. Reilly (accept either)

5. At the primary location for her worship, this goddess was worshipped in a triad with Maahes and Tem. Herodotus describes her primary festival as attracting 700,000 worshippers and says that her temple in Bubastis was one of the most beautiful ever constructed.* During the Hellenistic age she became associated with Artemis and the moon. FTP, who is this Egyptian goddess, noted as a patron deity of fertility and childbirth, who had previously served primarily as a sun goddess and who was often depicted with the head of a cat? 

          ANSWER: Bast or Bastet or Ubasti or Ba-en-aset
6. It was captured by Alexander the Great in 329 and flourished under Arab rule beginning in the 7th Century. After it was rebuilt following its destruction by the Mongols,* it became home to the Guri-Emir, the tomb of Mukhammad Sultan. Ulugh Beg served as the city's governor under the shah and founded a scientific academy there, which flourished until the city was taken by Russia in 1868. FTP, name this city, which lay on the original Silk Road, served as the capital of Timur's empire, and is now the second largest city in Uzbekistan.
          ANSWER: Samarkand
7. Their discovery allowed the proof of the impossibility of several ancient plane geometry problems involving ruler-and-compass constructions, including “squaring the circle”,* “doubling the cube”, and “trisecting the angle”. Numbers falling into this category include Gelfond’s constant, Chaitin’s Constant, and sin(1). Their existence was first proven by Joseph Liouville in 1844, when he constructed a special number, the Liouville constant, in which the nth digit after the decimal is 1 if n is a factorial and 0 otherwise. FTP, what is this class of numbers which is defined as any irrational number which is not an algebraic number?
          ANSWER: Transcendental Numbers  
8. Eddie has gotten in trouble with some loan sharks because he has had difficulty paying back the money he borrowed from them to pay for his now dead wife’s medical bills.* In order to pay them back, he is going south to work for a scrap metal company. He leaves his two children, Jay and Arty, with his mother and his sister, Bella, who own and operate a candy store underneath their apartment. So begins, FTP, what Neil Simon play, which won the 1991 Pulitzer Prize for Drama and which introduced the world to the real iron lady, Grandma Kurnitz?

          ANSWER: Lost in Yonkers
9. The title object bore the license number PZR 317 and its body was an amalgam of a Model T, a Maxwell, a Hudson, and a Chevrolet, as well as original pieces.* Two were produced, but one was built with a removed floorboard, so that a driver could secretly drive the vehicle, using mirrors, without anyone appearing to be inside. Captain Mancini was the villain, always attempting to procure this object and often calling the protagonist, David Crabtree, by the wrong name. FTP, name this NBC series which aired for one season and which TV Guide declared the second-worst TV series ever.
          ANSWER: My Mother the Car
10. Developed by the US military in the 1960s to combat marijuana, this defoliating agent can be used as a recreational drug, called Z.* It is normally a green or white vapor and is stored under pressure in steel drums. There is, however, one side-effect associated with both its use as a recreational drug and its use near corpses, both result in the creation of zombies which can only be killed through incineration or electrocution. FTP, what is this gas which appears in the Return of the Living Dead series of films?
          ANSWER: 2,4,5-Trioxin
11. They were praised on October 8, 2004, in a speech in the U.S. House of Representatives by Jim McDermott for their work in encouraging youth to register to vote.* However, in a New York Times article from November 26, 2001, they were cited as just the sort of music by which college students are being turned off following 9/11. Their first album, Die for the Government was released by New Red Archives, and they have since released several albums, such as A New Kind of Army and Mobilize, on their own record label. FTP, name this punk rock band fronted by Justin Sane. 

          ANSWER: Anti-Flag
12. Eddy invents the light; Mick invents the hamburger, once he has the Tasty Meat; Hedyn is a traveler, who writes of his adventures; Bell invents the telephone after his girlfriend dumps him; Keinz provides economic forecasts for Loire, Freedom, Nirlake, Suncoast, and Linz.* It begins once you accidentally release Yomi from a box in an underground room in the Elder’s house, and the Elder has you resurrect Earth in order to save your friends in Crysta. Things are not as they seem, however, and you discover that the Elder is working with Dark Gaia. FTP, what is this 1996 SNES game, a sequel to Illusion of Gaia, which was unreleased in America, but has found some popularity thanks to console emulators.

          ANSWER: Terranigma or Tenchi Souzou
13. “Grasscutter” was a long story arc which featured the mythological and historical background of the legendary sword, Kusanagi, before it came into the possession of the title character.* He was based on the famous swordsman, Miyamoto Musashi, and he is traveling on a shogyusha, occasionally selling his services as a bodyguard. He has on several occasions appeared with the Teenage Mutant Ninja Turtles and plans for a television series based on a futuristic spin off were cancelled after the failure of Bucky O’Hare and the Toad Wars. FTP, name this comic by Stan Sakai about a ronin rabbit set in the early Edo period where humans are replaced with anthropomorphic animals.
          ANSWER: Usagi Yojimbo (prompt on Miyamoto Usagi)
14. “Hey Everyone, Let’s Pitch In ‘N’ Get Cracking Here In Louisiana Down Right, Eh?* Now Then, Hateful Rich Overbearing Ugly Guys Hurt Royally Everytime Someone Eats A Radish, Carrot, Hors d’oeuvre And Never Does Dishes. Eventually Victor Eats Lunch Over Peoria Mit Ein Neuesburger Tod” FTP, so expands the acronym of what group which sponsored Tom Servo in the Satellite of Love Walk-A-Thon during episode #812 The Incredibly Strange Creatures Who Stopped Living and Became Mixed-Up Zombies?
          ANSWER: Helping Children Through Research and Development
15. Booker, a series following one of its characters spun off, but only lasted for one season from September 1989 to June 1990. The episode, Christmas in Saigon, is a true depiction of the escape actor Dustin Nguyen’s parents made from Vietnam,* except that, unlike in the series, they lived. Jeff Yagher played the original Tom Hanson, and he was originally to be replaced by Josh Brolin, but the producers were convinced that Johnny Depp would be better. FTP, name this FOX series which lasted 5 seasons, but which is said by many to have jumped the shark when Depp left after season 4.
          ANSWER: 21 Jump Street
16. It differs from a question which has simply never been addressed by the author or one which was purposely left open in order to provoke discussion in that it often results from over-analysis, especially, as some fans would argue, from newbies.* The issue referred to in the name was dismissed by Rumiko Takahashi as something which should not be dwelt upon, but it has been the subject of a considerable amount of fanfiction. FTP, identify this “problem” which refers to a discussion, which examines too literally the mechanics or logic of a token gimmick or plot device normally to be governed by the suspension of disbelief and which is named for one of Takahashi’s most famous works.

          ANSWER: Pregnant Ranma Problem

1. In 2004, a work of art at the Making Differences exhibition at the Swedish Museum of National Antiquities caused quite a stir that even endangered diplomatic ties. Answer the following about that exhibition F10PE.

A. The most controversial work of art at the show, this piece created by Dror Feiler and Gunilla Sköld-Feiler consists of a small white paper boat bearing a picture of suicide bomber, Hanadi Jaradat, floating in a pool of blood-red water, while Bach’s Cantata 199, Mein Herze schwimmt im Blut plays in the background.

          ANSWER: Snow White and the Madness of Truth 

B. Snow White and the Madness of Truth was vandalized by this Israeli ambassador to Sweden during a viewing. In interviews for Swedish television, he claimed that it was a spontaneous act, but on Israeli television he claims to have planned the vandalism prior to actually seeing the work.

          ANSWER: Ambassador Zvi Mazel
C. Adding fire to the controversy, Israeli Army radio incorrectly reported that a “pro-Israel” work was removed at the request of Syria. This claim was most likely prompted by the moving of the work Map by this Israeli artist.

          ANSWER: Amit Goren
2. Do you know more about the islands of Greece or the bodies of water? [Moderator: await response and provide the appropriate bonus]
I. Identify each of the following Greek islands F10PE. 

A. This large Northern Aegean island claims to be the birthplace of Homer and is famed for an Ottoman massacre, which saw 5/6 of the Greek population of 120,000 killed. It is located approximately 8 miles from the Turkish port city of Chesme. 

          ANSWER: Chios or Hios 

B. This large Ionian island is separated from Albania by a strait which varies in width from only 2 miles to as much as 15 miles. Traditionally, this island is associated with the Homeric island of Scheria and claims to have been inhabited by the Phaeacians. 

          ANSWER: Corfu or Kerkyra 

C. The second largest Greek island in area and population, after Crete, it is located to the northeast of Attica and is believed to have been separated from the mainland by an earthquake. 

          ANSWER: Euboea or Negroponte 
II. 5 for 1, 10 for 2, 20 for 3, and 30 for all 4, identify the following bodies of water around Greece, all of which are subdivisions of the Mediterranean Sea. 

A. This sea forms the northern section of the Aegean and is bordered by Greek Macedonia, northwest Turkey, and the namesake Greek region. It is with this sea that the Dardanelles connect the Sea of Marmara to the Mediterranean.

          ANSWER: Thracian Sea 

B. This sea is south of the Aegean, between the Cyclades and a namesake island. It stretches east to west from the Dodecanese and Kythira. The island of Thera, which some believe to be the site for Plato’s Atlantis, is located here.  

          ANSWER: Sea of Crete 

C. This body of water includes the Phaleron and Kechires Bays and is the site of Athens port, Piraeus. The metropolitan area of Athens surrounds the eastern and northern shores of this body of water, which also saw the battle of Salamis. 

          ANSWER: Sarconic Gulf or Gulf of Aegina 

D. This inlet of the Ionian Sea separates Peloponnese; it is connected to the Sarconic Gulf by a canal, which takes its name both from this body of water and from the isthmus through which it passes.  

          ANSWER: Gulf of Corinth or Corinthian Gulf
3. After Eteocles refused to give the throne to his brother Polyneices, as was required by their father when he stepped down as king of Thebes, Polyneices led an army against his city, known as the Seven Against Thebes. F5PE, excluding Polyneices, name the other 6 members of the Seven Against Thebes.

          ANSWER: Adrastus, Amphiaraus, Capaneus, Hippomedon, Parthenopeus, and Tydeus (in any order)

4. F10PE, identify the following marsupials from a brief description.

A. It may have died out on the mainland as late as 1000 years ago, because it was unable to compete with the Dingo and the last captive animal died in a Hobart Zoo in 1936. There are still reported sightings throughout Australia and attempts were made, beginning in 2002, to clone the species from DNA collected from museum specimens.

          ANSWER: Thylacine or Tasmanian Wolf or Tasmanian Tiger or Tasmanian Marsupial-Wolf 

B. Many native peoples are desperately afraid of this creature, even going so far as to burn down their homes should one be found inside. The only member of the order Microbiotheria, this small South American marsupial is more closely related to those of Australia than those of the Americas. 

          ANSWER: Monito del Monte or Colocolo 

C. The Lesser or White-tailed species died out in 1931, because of fur-trading, predation by foxes, and competition from rabbits. It is a member of the same family as the bandicoots, Peramelidae, and recent attempts to popularize it as a native Australian alternative to the Easter Bunny have been successful, with proceeds going to protect their habitats.

          ANSWER: Bilby or Dalgite or Pinkie
5. Identify the following types of stars which do not fit neatly into our normal understanding of stars F10PE. 

A. They are often found in the centers of large globular clusters and pose a problem for our understanding of stellar evolution, because they are hotter and bluer than other cluster stars having a similar luminosity and therefore lie off of the Hertzsprung-Russell Diagram. It is hypothesized that they might be the result of binary stars which have collided.

          ANSWER: Blue Stragglers 

B. They are often known as UV Ceti Variables, because UV Ceti is the best known of this class of red dwarfs, and other stars in this group include Wolf 359 and Proxima Centauri. They are intrinsically faint and undergo unpredictable dramatic increases in brightness across the spectrum, from X rays to radio waves, for short periods of time.

          ANSWER: Flare Stars 
C. Suhail al Muhlif is the heaviest known of these stars which recent Aperture Masking Interferometry observations have concluded are part of special binary systems where the strong stellar winds of both stars result in all of the surface hydrogen being blown away, leaving the inner helium and forming a Pinwheel Nebula. 

          ANSWER: Wolf-Rayet Stars
6. Identify the ecumenical council which handled each of the following issues F10PE.

A. This council declared that Mary was “Theotokos”, not just “Christotokos”, because she gave birth to God as a man, not just a man whom God had chosen. It also condemned Nestorianism and Pelagianism as heresies and forbade any additional changes to the Nicene Creed.

         ANSWER: Ecumenical Council of Ephesus 
B. Reinforcing the conclusion of the Council of Ephesus, which, in refuting Nestorianism, declared that Jesus had two natures, this council found that Jesus also had two wills which did not conflict with one another. In so doing, this council also refuted the heresy of monothelitism. 

         ANSWER: Third Ecumenical Council of Constantinople 

C. Again, addressing christology, this council established that Jesus had two natures, united, inconvertible, and inseparable. Dioscorus, the Archbishop of Alexandria was tried and found unanimously guilty and Eutychian monophysitism was declared a heresy.

         ANSWER: Ecumenical Council of Chalcedon
7. Identify the following African countries from the situation in which they gained their independence F10PE.

A. In 1947, 4 British territories in West Africa, Gold Coast, Ashanti protectorate, Fante protectorate, and British Togoland were all joined to form a single colony. In 1951 the Convention People’s Party, led by Dr. Kwame Nkrumah, took power over the colonial government and led the nation to independence in 1956. 

          ANSWER: Ghana 

B. A 1952 UN resolution united it with Ethiopia, an unpopular move in this territory formerly known as Italian Somaliland. In 1962, a long war of independence began which did not end until a UN brokered armistice in 1991 led to a 1993 referendum which saw this country secede from Ethiopia.

          ANSWER: Eritrea 

C. Three groups formed to oust the Portuguese, the FNLA, backed by South Africa, UNITA, backed by China, and MPLA, backed by Cuba. The MPLA eventually gained the upper hand and declared independence in 1975, on the same day that the Portuguese fled the capital city. A long civil war has followed this independence. 

          ANSWER: Angola
8. The Tale of Genji is one of the most important literary works in the world. FTSNOP, identify these wives of Genji from a brief description. 
A. 5) She is a relative of Lady Fujitsubo and was kidnapped at the age of 10 by Genji so that he might train her to be the perfect woman. She is his favorite wife and she is the source of the name ascribed to the unknown author of the work. 
    ANSWER: Lady Murasaki 
B. 10) This is Genji's first principal wife and she is generally cold toward her husband. She gives birth to Genji's daughter, Yugiri, but dies shortly thereafter because of the spirit of the Lady of Rokujo. 
    ANSWER: Lady Aoi 
C. 15) This is Genji's second principal wife after the death of Aoi. Initially Murasaki was jealous of her, but soon realized that the immature 13 year old could not keep the attention of the mature Genji. She has an affair with Kashiwagi and after giving birth to his son Kaoru, she becomes a nun. 
    ANSWER: Princess Nyosahn or Third Princess
9. Identify the following about now-defunct franchises in NFL history F10PE.

A. This franchise began in 1946 as the Miami Seahawks but moved in 1947. In 1950, following a 1-11 season, it folded, though the team’s fan club and marching band lobbied for its return. A new team with this same name arrived in 1953 and 5 short years later, was playing for the NFL championship.

          ANSWER: Baltimore Colts (prompt on both Baltimore and Colts)
B. They played their final two “home” games at the Rubber Bowl in Akron and were sold by their owners back to the NFL midway through their only season. The remnants of this franchise, the last to fold, doing so in 1952, were then awarded to Baltimore to help compensate the city for the loss of the Colts in 1950. 

          ANSWER: Dallas Texans (prompt on Dallas)
C. This team won the 1928 NFL title and they were the first and only NFL team ever to be based out of the state of Rhode Island.

          ANSWER: Providence Steam Roller or Providence Steamrollers (prompt on Providence) 
10. FTSNOP, identify the following TV roles of the Lebanese actor, Tony Shalhoub.

A. 10) In one of Shalhoub’s earliest roles, he played this character, a cab driver, on Wings. 
          ANSWER: Antonio Scarpacci (accept either) 
B. 15) Shalhoub played this man charged with murdering his wife because he was found with her hand, in the episode Those Lips, That Hand on Ally McBeal.

          ANSWER: Albert Shepley (accept either) 
C. 5) First and last name required. This is the obsessive-compulsive detective played by Shalhoub on a hit USA series.

          ANSWER: Adrian Monk
11. F15PE, identify the following supervillains from a brief description.

A. Robert Menzies, the Prime Minister of Australia from 1949-1966, was nicknamed after him because of his imperiousness. He originally looked like Dr. Fu Manchu but in the animated series, he appeared as a scaly, green alien. This arch-nemesis of Flash Gordon, is the ruler of the planet Mongo.
          ANSWER: Ming the Merciless or Emperor Ming 

B. He was initially conceived of as a Professor Moriarty-like foil played by Robert Delgado, but when the actor died in a car crash, he disappeared until the 1976 serial, The Deadly Assassin. This arch-nemesis of the Doctor, a renegade Time Lord, has also been played by Anthony Ainley, Geoffrey Beevers, and Eric Roberts.

          ANSWER: The Master

14. Transformers Beast Wars was unfortunately over before most fans had a chance to get their fill of it. F10PE, identify the following characters from that show. 
A. He was originally a Maximal, but after the Maximal council attempted an experiment to reduplicate Starscream's immortal spark, this Transformer went mad. He could change into a giant crab and he was the arch-nemesis of Depthcharge, who killed him in the series finale. 
         ANSWER: Rampage 
B. This Maximal resulted after Airrazor was abducted by the Vok and fused with her romantic interest, Tigertron, to serve as an emissary for them. He died while trying to buy time for Optimus Primal after Megatron took control of the Nemesis. 
         ANSWER: Tigerhawk 
C. His logic circuits were corrupted and he believed that he was actually the creature whose form he took in beast mode. This prompted some of the most beloved moments of the show, including every time he called Megatron "my Queen". This ant was killed in the series finale by Megatron. 
         ANSWER: Inferno
15. Identify the following characters from works by the master of alternate history, Harry Turtledove, F10PE.

A. Originally working with the Confederate artillery during the Great War, this soldier is consumed by anger as he rails against the African-Americans, who rebelled during the war, and the old order, whom he blames for defeat. He becomes leader of the Freedom Party, eventually winning the Presidency, and launches a surprise attack on the US.

          ANSWER: Jake Featherston
B. In The Two Georges, a novel co-written by Richard Dreyfuss, he is a member of the Royal American Mounted Police who must recover a painting of George Washington and George III which was stolen by the Sons of Liberty. He finds the painting and helps to foil two attempts to assassinate the king after he makes a visit to Victoria, North American Union.

          ANSWER: Colonel Thomas Bushell
C. A central figure of both the Worldwar and Colonization series, this former baseball player-turned-Army intelligence expert finds himself in risky situations in the latter series after he discovers the US had attacked the Race’s colonization fleet. Though eventually the US surrenders Indianapolis to a nuclear attack, he manages to survive the ordeal.

          ANSWER: Sam Yeager

Academic. Identify the following works of art which may or may not be related F10PE. 

A. Among the inaccuracies in this painting are the small size of the primary craft, the phantom light sources, and the stance of the title character, which would be impossibly difficult to maintain during stormy conditions. Most famously, however, is the flag, which did not exist until 1777 and therefore could not have been at the title event. 

          ANSWER: Washington Crossing the Delaware 
B. The title of this work was given by art dealer Fritz Gurlitt and the artist, Arnold Böcklin never explained the work. Several versions were made, but they all feature a white-clad figure and an oarsman in a small boat which is carrying another object, possibly a casket, across a dark expanse of water toward the title locale. 

          ANSWER: Isle of the Dead or Toteninsel 
C. The title character is portrayed as an adolescent boy and he is carrying a large banner depicting Salvador Dali’s wife Gala as The Blessed Virgin or possibly St. Helena. Dali painted himself in the background as a monk with a cross and the bumpy, pock-marked sphere in the front is a representation of the moon and other “new worlds”.

          ANSWER: The Discovery of America by Christopher Columbus 
TRASH. Usually a professional sports league benefits when one of its competitors folds, and sometimes that league absorbs new teams from the defunct league. FTSNOP, answer the following about just that sort of occurrence. 

A. 10) The NFL was the first major professional league to adopt teams from a competitor, taking three teams, the San Francisco 49ers, Cleveland Browns, and the original Baltimore Colts, who folded after only one season, from this league.
