ANSWER: Gamaliel
One of these objects was named Futo-dama and was made by an ancestor of Be. Yata no Kagami is an “eight hand” object of this type. A smoking one provides Tezcatlipoca’s name. Name these shiny substances sacred to Ameterasu.
ANSWER: mirrors
Henry Ireton pushed the Heads of the Proposals at these while another side laid out its agenda in Agreement of the People. Identify these debates between the New Model Army and the Levellers over the English constitution.

ANSWER: Putney debates

The George C. Page museum is located near this area, which is in Hancock Park.  The Smilodon fossil was found in this locale, which is also the site of most Dire Wolf finds.  Name this sticky California fossil haven.
ANSWER: Rancho La Brea Tar Pits
The art movements dominating this country in the 1900s included the Group of Seven and the Eastern Group.  For 10 points, name this country, home to Raven and the First Men sculptor Bill Reid and documentarian Kim Ondaatje.
ANSWER: Canada
It occurs due to spin flipping of electrons near magnetic crystals. Identify this effect which sees the divergence of resistance and was observed in some alloys with impurities possessing magnetic moments by a Japanese dude.

ANSWER: Kondo effect
William E. Doreski wrote “The Sudden Bridegroom” about this structure’s “Dialectic.”  It contains a poem about “surprising conversions.”  Name this edifice that titles a book by Robert Lowell.

ANSWER: Lord Weary’s Castle
This man’s son passed the Edict of Torda and was the first Prince of Transylvania.  Name this enemy of Archduke Ferdinand I, a king of Hungary who reigned after Louis II got his ass stomped at Mohacs.
ANSWER: Janos Zapolya [accept reasonable pronunciations] 
Alienation from self and from others are presented as the results of need to perform labor that estranges man from his true self as a species-being. Name this collection of notes by Marx first published in 1932.

ANSWER: Economic and Philosophic Manuscripts of 1844 [or Paris Manuscripts]

It sees absorption in the microwave wavelengths. Identify this quantum mechanical model which assumes a fixed separation between the two atoms and whose Hamiltonian describes the quantization of the J quantum number.

ANSWER: rigid rotor [or rigid rotator]
Martin Shubik recast this work’s idea of a “range of final settlements” into the game theory “core.”  Name this crazily enigmatic work written in many languages that was critical of Jevons, Francis Edgeworth’s seminal work.

ANSWER: Mathematical Psychics: An Essay on the Application of Mathematics to the Moral Sciences
The second one depicts the “Little Train of Caipira,” while the last is a “Prelude and Fugue.”  Name this pieces that fuse folk music with a Baroque style, by Hector Villa-Lobos.
ANSWER: Bachianas brasileiras
Ostnian trekkers spur Michael Ransom to perform the title act hastily.  The first version of “Funeral Blues” was in this play.  Name this collaboration between Auden and Isherwood, a play about scaling the title peak.

ANSWER: The Ascent of F6

Comonfort accepted this plan, which destroyed the Constitution of 1857.  Name this plan under which the conservadores under Felix Zuloaga revolted against Benito Juarez.
ANSWER: Plan of Tacubaya
Its classes include Bangiophyceae, and its members are called "coralline" due to the presence of calcium carbonate in their cell walls. Identify this phylum which is known for possessing pigments like phycoerythrin.

ANSWER: rhodophyta [or red algae]
Michael Goss, Jorge de la Rosa, Vicente Padilla, Glenn Davis, Jason Grimsley, Omar Daal, Travis Lee, Mike Boddicker, Casey Fossum, and Brandon Lyon have all been traded for what pitcher who once had a bloody sock?

ANSWER: Curtis Montague “Curt” Schilling

Four areas around this body of water are known as the Deoris. This body of water is bordered by the Minars of Ramgarhia Bunga. A causeway across it leads to the Steps of God. Name this body of water around a Sikh temple.
ANSWER: the AmritSar [accept Holy Water; accept Immortal Nectar; accept the pool around the Golden Temple or any equivalents like that; prompt on less specific answers]

ANSWER: Noli mi Tangere

Lots of men in top hats look on while women in green and purple dance for two seated men.  Housed in Mexico’s Museum of Natural History, name this Siqueiros mural that shows a time period from Diaz to a Madero-led conflict.
ANSWER: From Porfiriato to the Revolution 
Name the essay collection that contains a section attacking the literary canon, “No More Masterpieces,” as well another that argues for shattering false stage reality, “The Theatre of Cruelty,” written by Antonin Artaud.

ANSWER: The Theatre and its Double [or Le Theatre et son Double]
