ANSWER: Cape Bojador [or Ra’s Boujador; or Abu Khatar]

He served as minister to Nicaragua in the late 1850s. He was appointed secretary of war by interim president David Burnet, after which he became vice president under Houston. Name this second president of the Republic of Texas.

ANSWER: Mirabeau Buonparte Lamar
Odin claimed that “Thor did wrong” by giving this animal to Magni, or a giantess, instead of his father.  Name this “golden maned” horse on whom Hrungnir tried to race Sleipnir.

ANSWER: Gullfaxi
The CAPS assay utilizes these variations caused by InDels or SNPs. Identify these genetic variations commonly used as gene markers that can be identified using enzymes like EcoR I and BamH I.

ANSWER: RFLP [or Restriction Fragment Length Polymorphism; accept Insertion/Deletions or Single Nucleotide Polymorphism until "InDel"]

This work claims that the Book of Amos is different from Ecclesiastes because of the title event.  Name this work that argues that the primitive brain had a “speaking” and “listening” part, by Julian Jaynes.

ANSWER: The Origin of Consciousness in the Breakdown of the Bicameral Mind

Four steps lead up to a concrete slab in front of this edifice, from which five more steps lead to the front door.  Name this raised edifice that inspired Johnson’s Glass House, a Plano, Illinois structure by Mies van der Rohe.
ANSWER: Farnsworth House
This book posits a “riddle of the sphincters,” and in it, Max Spielman says that “ontogeny recapitulates cosmogony.”  Name this novel in which a farm animal becomes Grand Tutor of New Tammany College, by John Barth.

ANSWER: Giles Goat-Boy
Wikipedia claims that “there is some evidence” that death cap shrooms did him in.  This man lost to the Bosnians at Banja Luka.  Name this promulgator of the 1713 Pragmatic Sanction, an HRE whose daughter was Maria Theresa.
ANSWER: Charles VI [accept Charles III of Spain; prompt on Charles III; accept Karoly III]
This piece follows rules about the text it is based on, holding notes longer when commas are present.  Arguably the peak of the tintinnabuli style, name this work that sets Latin text from its namesake Bible book, by Arvo Part.
ANSWER: Passio Domini Nostri Jesu Christi secundum Joannem [or The Passion of Our Lord Jesus Christ According to John; accept St. John Passion; or Passio]
It describes band broadening in terms of column packing and diffusion of the mobile phase molecules. Identify this equation relating plate height to the mobile phase velocity and is presumably named for a Dutch dude.

ANSWER: van Deemter equation

This man outlined his Distributist leanings in The Servile State and wrote satiric poems and the travelogue The Path to Rome.  Name this British writer with a French name.

ANSWER: Joseph Hilaire Pierre Rene Belloc

They were also known as the Calixtines because for their symbol, a chalice. This belief held that all should get both bread and wine in communion. Name this tradition founded by Jacob of Mies, the least radical Hussite faction.
ANSWER: the Utraquists [accept word forms]
A related phenomenon are the “pancakes” of the title figure, caused by the Kaiser effect. Name this effect associated with peculiar velocities, when clusters and galaxies that are elongated in an axis towards the viewer.

ANSWER: the Fingers of God
This work exalts its nation’s beautiful toilets and claims that westerners are accustomed to bright lights because of their pure-white skin.  Name this critical treatise that exalts the shaded, by Tanizaki.

ANSWER: “In Praise of Shadows”

He made his most famous voyage with Afonso Goncalves Baldaia, and a statue of him is found in Lagos. Identify this explorer appointed by Henry the Navigator who was the first to round Cape Bojador.

ANSWER: Gil Eanes [or Gil Eannes] editor’s note: CAPE BOJADOR THEME PACKET!!
It does not require one to retire to the desert, includes the Six Processes and Ray of Creation, and it integrates the methods of the fakir, monk, and yogi. Name this path of self-improvement of G.I. Gurdjieff and Peter Ouspensky.
ANSWER: the Fourth Way [prompt on The Way]
This country’s constitution arose out of the 72 Resolutions. Its “hundred days” occurred when it launched the Vimy Ridge offensive in WWI. Name this country whose Metis people rose in the Red River Rebellion. 
ANSWER: Canada
It can be shown by a rectangular potential well, within which a wave has the same amplitude as a wave outside, and thus has transmission probability of 1.Name this effect where low energy electrons tunnel through atoms like Argon.

ANSWER: Ramsauer-Townsend effect [do not accept "Townsend effect"]

The central act of this work is dubbed a “destruction of every voice,” and it notes that that action occurs “eternally... here and now.”  Name this essay that posits a scriptor and claims that the title action leads to the birth of the reader.

ANSWER: “The Death of the Author”
