Round Two
This battle’s outcome was reversed at Glorieta Pass, and it saw H.H. Sibley defeat E.R.S. Canby.  Name this Civil War battle that took place in New Mexico Territory.
ANSWER: Battle of Val Verde 

Name the work that features a sorceress named Aunt Peggy and a continually rejuvenated slave named Henry who ate fruit from the titular haunted plant, a short story by Charles Chesnutt.

ANSWER: “The Goophered Grapevine”

The Nebraska town with this name is home to the historic Front Street.  Give this name that also identifies a giant aquifer in the high plains states.

ANSWER: Ogallala
This artist’s Abraham and Isaac is a bronze memorial to the Kent State shootings. He pioneered an art form used to sculpt Chance Meeting and the Sheridan Square sculptures. Name this pop artist who sculpts using plaster bandages.
ANSWER: George Segal
They allow for the expression of thermal conductivity and the diffusion coefficient in terms ofthe integral of various autocorrelation functions. Name these relations to calculate transport coefficients that are half-named for a Japanese.

ANSWER: Green-Kubo relations

Controversy reigns over whether this book’s author claims subservience to Subh-i-Azal in it, and its famous passages include the “Tablet of the Truth Seeker.”  Name this book of Baha’u’llah, the primary Baha’i scripture.
ANSWER: the Book of Certitude [or Kitab i Iqan]
What ruler of won the Voivodship of Smolensk in the treaty of Deulino, put down the Zebrydowski Rebellion, and attacked Russia during the Time of Troubles as king of the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth?

ANSWER: Sigismund III Vasa [prompt on “Sigismund,” “Vasa,” or “Sigismund Vasa”; accept Sigismund of Norway]

This piece commissioned for the Great Woods Festival opens with fortissimo woodblocks that depict a “rhythmic tunnel.”  Name this “fanfare for orchestra” that evokes a brief foray in a sports car, by John Adams.
ANSWER: Short Ride in a Fast Machine
A dihydroxyl phosphate version of this compound is isomerized into glyceraldehyde-3-phosphate in one step of glycolysis. Name this 3 carbon compound produced from the oxidization of the central carbon of isopropanol.

ANSWER: acetone [or dimethyl ketone; or propanone; or beta-keto-propanone]

Peter Nonacs questioned whether this strategy was an alternative to optimal foraging theory, while Michael Byron paired it with optimality.  Name this strategy of striving for nothing more than adequacy, coined by Herbert Simon.

ANSWER: satisficing [accept word forms]

Name the poem that features the line “Now that my ladder’s gone / I must lie down where all the ladders start” and starts “I sought a theme and sought for it in vain,” a poem about some creatures that absconded, by W.B. Yeats.

ANSWER: “The Circus Animals’ Desertion”

This author of Soledad founded the newspaper La Nacion and led a revolt against Justo Jose de Urquiza.  Name this initial supreme commander of the Triple Alliance, an Argentine politician.

ANSWER: Bartolome Mitre
Their function is similar to Megingjord, and they allow their owner to wield the weapon that he used to kill Hrungnir.  Name these gloves that allow Thor to wield Mjollnir.
ANSWER: Jarngreipr
It is found in front of the second lumbar vertebra by the right crus of the diaphragm, and the lumbar trunks empty into it. Name this sac like structure in the abdominal cavity, where the thoracic duct begins.

ANSWER: cysterna chyli [accept receptaculum chyli apparently]

This man wrote of Cleversulzbach in Der alte Turmhahn and discussed Mozart on the Way to Prague.  Name this author of To an Aeolian Harp, a German lyric poet.

ANSWER: Eduard Friedrich Morike
This man’s debate with Patrick Devlin led to his Law, Liberty, and Morality, and he included a “Late reply” to Ronald Dworkin in the 1994 edition of his The Concept of Law.  Name this Oxford legal positivist philosopher.

ANSWER: H.L.A. Hart [Herbert Lionel Adolphus]

“Provincialism” is the first essay of what critical collection that also contains sections on “The Influence of Ibsen” and “Local Color in Art” and expounds Veritism, a work of Hamlin Hannibal Garland?

ANSWER: Crumbling Idols: Twelve Essays on Art Dealing Chiefly with Literature, Painting, and the Drama
They can be described as two non empty sets A and B such that all parts of A are strictly smaller than all members of B, and A contains no greatest member. Name these constructs that are used to construct real numbers.

ANSWER: Dedekind cuts

ANSWER: Hugh Trevor-Roper [accept Baron Dacre of Glanton]
