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Round Three
Their deliverer was suspected of being drunk during several of them, and they took their name from the journey from D.C. to New York to Chicago to St. Louis and back. Name this series of speeches by U.S. Grant. 
ANSWER: the Swing around the Circle Speeches 

This piece is included with Ballet des sylphs and Menuet de folles in the “three orchestral pieces” from The Damnation of Faust, and it titles the 15th of a certain Liszt composition.  Name this Hungarian song.

ANSWER: the Rakoczy March [prompt on Hungarian March; or Marche Hongroise]

One verse of this song contemplates the “joy” for “every girl and boy” that know they’re happy and safe.  The title locale is a place to “sing and dance around.”  “I’d like to be under the sea” begins what song written by Ringo Starr. 

ANSWER: “Octopus’s Garden”

The drug Isentress is an inhibitor of this type of enzyme in HIV and their mechanism usually involves a 3'processing step. Identify this enzyme which pastes viral DNA into host DNA in retroviruses.

ANSWER: integrase [or IN; prompt on integration protein]

This treaty resolved a conflict that had boiled over 27 years earlier at the Battle of Maclodio.  Name this treaty that confirmed Francesco Sforza as Duke of Milan and ended the Wars in Lombardy between Milan and Venice in 1454.

ANSWER: Treaty of Lodi [or Peace of Lodi; prompt on Peace/Treaty of Venice]

This author wrote The Palace in Disgrace and Cigarrales de Toledo in addition to a work subtitled after the “Stone Guest.”  Name this Golden Age author of The Trickster of Seville.

ANSWER: Tirso de Molina [or Gabriel Tellez]

These landforms are made out of exposed bedrock, and they point in the opposite direction of flow to drumlins.  Name these tapered glacial hills with a French name.
ANSWER: roche moutonees [accept sheepbacks]
This work’s central figure has a pose similar to the Venus de Medici and the Aphrodite of Cnidus, and rests her right hand on a spiraling cloth. Name this sculptor of a side-looking nude enchained female, by Hiram Powers. 
ANSWER: The Greek Slave
Identify this theorem which guarentees that the Hamiltonian of any trial wavefunction will always give a value larger than the ground state energy, and is the basis for the Hartree-Fock method.

ANSWER: variational theorem

A man with his back to the viewer raises both arms in front of a white horse on the left, and the center is dominated by a bucking chestnut horse in front of smokestacks.  Name this painting of an urban area by Umberto Boccioni.

ANSWER: The City Rises [or La citta che sale]

The protagonist of this work draws a robin criticized by Aunt May as sinful, sells his work to Recktall Brown, and faces Basil Valentine’s criticism.  Name this work about art counterfeiter Wyatt Gwyon by William Gaddis.

ANSWER: The Recognitions
This poem questions whether football is playing, and claims “the horses trample, / The harness jingles now.”  Name this poem that ends “I cheer a dead man’s sweetheart / Never ask me whose” by A.E. Housman.

ANSWER: “Is My Team Plowing?”

Major Spalding left the locale of this battle earlier in the day, and a Swede named Otto Witt ran the mission at the namesake locale.  Name this battle fought immediately after Isandlwana, fought at a British outpost.

ANSWER: Battle of Rorke’s Drift
It claims that the Papacy is the Antichrist, and its publication “This We Believe” excludes women from church office. Name this synod, the third-largest behind the ELCA and Missouri Synod, located in a Midwestern state.
ANSWER: Wisconsin Synod [or Wisconsin Evangelical Lutheran Synod; or WELS]
Because this process requires an inert atmosphere, argon is frequently used, and its raw materials are ores like rutile or ilmenite. Identify this process which uses magnesium to reduce titanium tetrachloride and yield titanium.

ANSWER: Kroll process

One Talcott Parsons work is called Social Systems and the Evolution of this theory, while another is Toward a General Theory of this.  Name this word that completes the Parsons title The Structure of Social [blank].

ANSWER: action [accept action theory]

Elena Pontiatowska, the “Crack Movement” writers, and Carmen Boullosa are from what country, also home to Sor Juana Inez de la Cruz, Carlos Fuentes, and Octavio Paz?

ANSWER: Mexico

This work claims that there is no such thing as “leaf,” and that translating objects into images is the “first metaphor” and translating images into words is the “second metaphor.” Name this initially unpublished work by Nietzsche.
ANSWER: On Truth and Lies in a Non-Moral Sense [accept close equivalents; accept Uber Wahrheit und Luge im aussermoralischen Sinn]
This concept manifests itself in beings called vidyas, and in one myth, this figure has eighteen hands that clutch various weapons like Indra’s thunderbolt and Varuna’s conch. Name this “Great Goddess,” the sum of all Devis.
ANSWER: Mahadevi [prompt on Devi early]
This man left during Celestine III’s reign to write On the Miserable Condition of Man. Name this man born Lotario, a pope who chose Philip of Swabia over Otto IV and reigned during the rule of King John.
ANSWER: Innocent III [prompt on Italian names]
