ANSWER: taverns

ANSWER: Gae Bulga
This “hypertonal” piece begins with harsh, high tone clusters.  It was originally titled Eight minutes, thirty-seven seconds.  Name this piece by Penderecki dedicated to a-bomb sufferers.
ANSWER: Threnody to the Victims of Hiroshima [or Tren ofiarom Hiroszimy]
He attacked the Sten Sture led Stockholm after which he was made King of Sweden. He also lost the conflict agains Ditmarschen in the early 1500s. Identify this son of Christian I who ruled Denmark from 1483 to 1513.

ANSWER: King Hans of Denmark [or Johan II of Sweden]

Their expansion gives n factorial Hartree products, which illustrates that electrons are indistinguishable. Name these mathematical constructs whose value changes sign when any two fermions are exchanged in a system.

ANSWER: Slater determinants

What character is blamed for the death of his brother Eugene by giving him measles out of jealousy, and is the older brother of Edmund and eldest son of James and Mary Tyrone in Long Day’s Journey into Night?

ANSWER: Jamie Tyrone [accept James, Jr.]

One set of laws with this name enforced education quotas in the Pale and led to the expulsion of the Jews of Kiev. Another is also named for Falk and extended Bismarck’s Kulturkampf.  Name these sets of laws named for a month.

ANSWER: the May Laws

This sculptor of the statue Head painted a squish-faced man in a maroon jacket with his hand on a woman’s shoulder.  Name this painter of the Lipchites, and portraits of Marios Varvoglis, Juan Gris, and Jean Cocteau.

ANSWER: Amedeo Clemente Modigliani

This special case of diophantine equations can be seen in the Archimedes cattle problem.  Name these equations with integer solutions such that for a non prime natural number D, x square minus D y squared equals 1.
ANSWER: Pell equations

An unfinished Beckett play based on this work features three women including Desmoulins and Carmichael.  Name this revision of Juvenal’s 10th satire detailing Wolsey, Galileo, and others who fell from power, by Samuel Johnson.

ANSWER: The Vanity of Human Wishes
The director of this work plays a man who Xeroxes his hand.  Name this film that sees the Chernobyl disaster wipe out all culture, leading William Shakespeare Jr. the 5th to try to rewrite the title play, directed by Jean-Luc Godard.

ANSWER: King Lear

This man pissed off America by enacting his constitution’s Article 27, and dubbed himself Jefe Maximo during his unofficial reign. Name this ruler during Mexico’s Maximato period, who started the anti-cleric Cristero War in 1926.

ANSWER: Plutarco Elias Calles

Ionic liquids are frequently used to perform this reaction as they dissolve the palladium catalyst. Name this reaction which sees the coupling of alkyl or aryl halides to an activated alkene in the presence of a strong base.

ANSWER: Heck reaction

This 18th century guidebook claims that Shirk is the worst of all sins, and sets out the basics of the Qu’ran and sharia.  Name this tome by ibn Abd al Wahhab, the primary basis for Wahhabism.
ANSWER: the Kitab al Tauhid [accept reasonably pronunciations; or The Book of the Unity of God]
This artist’s grave in Urbana contains a cast of his Indian Hunter. Name this sculptor named after a president, whose giant George Washington looms over Wall Street.
ANSWER: John Quincy Adams Ward
The protagonist dreads a “recording Tuesday” and envies those who can say “I am a bricklayer.”  Name this short story by Heinrich Boll about a professional chuckler.

ANSWER: “The Laugher” [prompt on something in German, because I can’t find the title]

The first section of this work is based on the Symposium and sees guests at a dinner party give speeches on love, and the second is a conversation between Judge William and his wife. Name this continuation of Either/Or.
ANSWER: Stages on Life’s Way [or Stadier Pa Livets Vej]
The narrator remembers being startled by a Cezanne still life in the Met.  Name this work that contrasts the protagonist with Camille Pissaro, a work titled after a painter’s dog by Derek Walcott.

ANSWER: Tiepolo’s Hound

One of these is thrombin. Name this class of protein degrading enzymes exemplified by chymotrypsin and trypsin, whose catalytic amino acid has a nucleophilic hydroxyl group.

ANSWER: serine protease [prompt on partial; psychically accept thrombin until mentioned]

With Kahkohen, he labeled economics the “Not-so-dismal Science,” and he contrasted types of bandits in Power and Prosperity.  Name this social scientist who posited the free rider problem in The Logic of Collective Action.
