Round Six
Black’s majority opinion claimed that this case required a strict interpretation of Article Two. Name this decision that limited the president’s power to seize private property, named after a manufacturer of metal products.

ANSWER: Youngstown Sheet and Tube Co. v. Sawyer [accept either; or the Steel seizure case]
This figure was robbed of his riches, power, and teeth after his downfall.  He was shot out of the sky with a blowgun by Hun-Ahpu.  Name this bird demon from the Popul Vuh.

ANSWER: Seven Macaw [or Vucub Caquix]
One proposed design for this building was used for Houston’s Gulf Building instead. The winning neo-gothic design was that of John Mead Howells and Raymond Hood. Name this building that is home to a Chicago newspaper.
ANSWER: the Chicago Tribune Tower [accept Chicago Tribune Building] 
Penal colony labor in this city was used to build the “End of the World Train,” and it vies with Puerto Williams for its most famous claim.  Name this city on the Argentine side of Tierro del Fuego, perhaps the world’s southernmost.

ANSWER: Ushuaia
This proponent of the doctrine of lapse countered the Sikh rebellion led by Mulraj and also dealt with the Second Burmese war in the 1850s. Name this 8 year Governor General of India whose policies led to the Sepoy rebellion.

ANSWER: James Andrew Broun-Ramsay, 1st Marquess of Dalhousie [accept either]

One way of calculating this has a term equal to three times the quantity of its radius squared over its semi-major axis squared.  It is sometimes named after Roche.  Name this area in which an astronomical body has gravity domination.
ANSWER: Hill sphere [accept Roche sphere early]
The third section deals with Wittig and Kristeva’s treatments of “Subversive Bodily Acts.”  Name this confusingly written tome that posits performativity of sex, written by Judith Butler.
ANSWER: Gender Trouble
This “yellowsonofobitch” claimed “there is some shit i will not eat” and “i will not kiss your fucking flag.”  Name this man “more brave than me:more blonde than you” who is sung about “glad and big” in an e.e. cummings poem.

ANSWER: Olaf [accept: i sing of Olaf glad and big]

Along with Dynkin he names diagrams used to depict his namesake groups, and along with Todd he names a lattice that has the densest packing in 12 dimensions. Name this coauthor with Samuel Greitzer of Geometry Revisited. 

ANSWER: Harold Scott MacDonald Coxeter
The second of these is also known as Allerheim and saw Franz von Mercy kick the bucket. Name this site of two 30 Years’ War battles, the first of which saw some Spanish mercenaries team up with the HRE to smash Sweden.
ANSWER: Nordlingen 
The beginning of this work describes a demonstration at the Pitti Palace.  This poem has the same subject as its author’s Poems Before Congress.  Name this poem about Italian independence by Elizabeth Barrett Browning.

ANSWER: Casa Guidi Windows

A man in a floppy hat with a mustache looks at the viewer while a shirtless figure is crowning a man in a mustard shirt.  Name this painting by Velazquez that depicts some drunks at a meal of the title god of revelry.

ANSWER: Los borrachos [accept The Feast of Bacchus; or The Drunks; or Los bededores]

This composition evokes Baroque dances and consists of five sections, including Prelude, Gavotte, and Rigaudon. Name this composition usually paired with the Peer Gynt Suite, a work titled after a playwright by Grieg.
ANSWER: the Holberg Suite, Opus 40 [or From Holberg’s Time; accept Fra Holbergs tid; or Suite in the Old Style]
It was built by scientists on Nippon, cost $15 billion in gold, carries three bombs, and is a half-mile by a half-mile in size.  Name this “spaceship” apparently seen by Ezekiel, the Nation of Islam’s explanation of UFOs.
ANSWER: the Mother Wheel [accept Ezekiel’s Wheel early; or the Mother Plane; prompt on Wheel or Plane]
[REPLACEMENT TOSSUP] 

Tikhon was elevated to this post during the Russian Revolution, the first man to hold it since Peter the Great. Philaret changed his name to take this post. Name this post currently held by Alexi II, head of the Russian church.

ANSWER: Patriarch of Moscow
It claims that Arabs were not an “essential ingredient” of the genesis of the title place’s nationality.  Name this work, a precursor to a work that posits the barbarism of specialization, The Revolt of the Masses, by Jose Ortega y Gasset.

ANSWER: Invertebrate Spain [or Espana invertebrada]

It details the protagonist’s relationship with Robert Musil, and the writing of such works as Auto-de-Fe and Crowds and Power.  Name this second volume of the autobiography of Elias Canetti.

ANSWER: The Torch in my Ear [or Die Fackel in Ohr: Lebensgeschichte]

It causes sotto disease in silkworms, and genes encoding for some of its products are appended with the Cry designation. Name this bacterium, whose two letters now name toxins produced in genetically modified organisms.

ANSWER: Bacillus thuringiensis [or Bt]

He authored a long poem called The Fakir Jhugeera and his followers included Krishna Banerjee and Dakshinajaran Mukherjee. Name this Hindu College professor, a Portuguese-Indian leader of the Young Bengal movement.

ANSWER: Henry Louis Vivian Derozio

These are often added via the BRST quantization, and they also acquire mass where their associated gauge field experiences the Higgs mechanism.  Name these fields introduced to render gauge theories quantum field theories.
ANSWER: Faddeev-Popov ghosts [accept ghost fields]

It corresponds to a real pole of the couple Klimotovich system.  Name this collisionless energy transfer mechanism in a plasma, named for everyone’s favorite Azerbaijani who was mentally crippled in a car accident.

ANSWER: Landau damping
In this work, Iris Mateluna’s pregnancy is thought to be a virgin birth, Ines goes to the Casa to try to find her ancestor’s bones, and Jeronimo dies after staying in La Rinconada with his son Boy.  Name this novel of Donoso.

ANSWER: The Obscene Bird of Night [or El obsceno pajaro de la noche]
