ANSWER: captivity narratives [accept things like They were all captured by Indians before “books”]

This legal entity doesn’t affect COLAs because of Boehner v. Anderson.  Name this law that deals with the compensation of congressmen, an amendment ratified hundreds of years after its proposal.

ANSWER: the 27th Amendment
The constant k in this equation is calculated from the Robertson Walker metric and it also contains the Hubble's constant. Identify this equation which describes the time evolution of the scaling factor R.

ANSWER: Friedmann equations
According to David Attenborough, “’E look like you.”  The worship of this figure is associated with Kerapenmun, and his followers created “Tanna Army USA.”  Name this subject of veneration in a Vanuatu-based cargo cult.
ANSWER: John Frum
It followed Aeterni Regis and the document that superseded it would be amended by the Treaty of Saragossa. Name this Alexander VI papal bull that established a Portugal/Spain demarcation, the forerunner of the Tordesillas treaty.
ANSWER: Inter Caetera
One character admits that electroshock therapy slowed his thoughts down, and this play ends with another character breaking a statue of the Buddha.  Name this play about Mick, Aston, and Davies, by Harold Pinter.

ANSWER: The Caretaker

Kongolo lies on this river’s banks, and its tributaries include the Ulindi, and Lukuga, which drains Lake Tanganyika.  Name this river that terminates at the Boyoma Falls and is the largest headwater of the Congo.

ANSWER: Lualaba River

It containing hydrogen peroxide which oxidizes an iron (II) ion. Identify this reagent named after a Brit that creates oxidizing radical hydroxyl groups and is commonly used in wastewater treatment.

ANSWER:  Fenton's reagent

He showed the Flatiron Building through tree branches, and his work depicting the moon on the horizon reflecting some trees is called The Pond-Moonlight. Name this photographer who curated the Family of Man exhibition.
ANSWER: Edward Steichen
A man in the fetal position kisses a reclining nude in the bottom right, and a nude woman with her hands behind her back drapes flowers over her chest.  Name this painting that includes a version of La Danse, a tree-filled Matisse.

ANSWER: The Joy of Life [or Le Bonheur de vivre; accept other reasonable translations]

This entity likely explains the eccentric orbit of Cedna, and it is probably older than its counterpart.  Name this region far from the sun, the inner area of the Oort Cloud.
ANSWER: Hills Cloud [accept Inner Oort Cloud early; do not accept “Oort Cloud”]
Characters in this work include Colonel Skalozub and the hilariously conservative father Pavel Famusov.  Name this play about Alexandr Chatsky, the best-known work of Griboyedov.

ANSWER: Woe from Wit [or Wit Works Woe; or other close English equivalents; accept Wit and Woe in either order]

FXTAS occurs to people who have mutations in this gene where it has several CGG repeats. Identify this gene on the X chromosome whose mutation leads to the Fragile-X syndrome.

ANSWER: FMR1 gene [or fragile x mental retardation 1 gene]
This concept was expounded in its formulator’s book “Foundations of the Entire [this].” It incorporates both the fact/act Tathandlung and the sciences. Name this philosophy of Fichte, roughly translating as “the science of logic.”
ANSWER: Wissenschaftslehre [prompt on science of logic or equivalents]
This work claims that Catholicism harmonizes reason and faith in the Eucharist, that consciousness is a disease, and that Descartes should have said sum ergo cogito.  Name this work about a sad sentiment by Miguel de Unamuno.

ANSWER: The Tragic Sense of Life [or El sentimiento tragico de la vida de los hombres y en los pueblos; accept reasonable altérnate translations]
During the Southern and Northern Dynasties period, this polity fought for control with the Mac Dynasty.  Name this dynasty that ruled from the expulsion of the Mings in 1428 to 1788 in Vietnam.

ANSWER: Later Le Dynasty

This piece contains a “dark and misty” motif in the strings, contrasted with settings of “Hello My Baby,” Sousa’s “The Washington Post,” and various ragtime pieces.  Name this piece depicting a New York locale at night, by Ives.
ANSWER: “Central Park in the Dark”
The inaugurator Maxy from Havel’s The Garden Party, the hotel proprietress Maxine from The Night of the Iguana, and Arvid from The Red Room all share what surname?

ANSWER: Falk [or Faulk]
