Faced with a flashy
attacking player, he'd choose a dull line; against a slow, positional player, he'd offer a wild
gambit. He was strong enough to survive, and often win, the inferior positions that this
philosophy occasionally led to. Indeed, he was strong enough to defeat Steinitz, Marshall,
Tarrasch, and several others in World Championship matches. FTP, name this World

5. He goes one-on-one, but is more noted for his group activities - alongside Pat
Buchanan, Fred Barnes, Morton Kondracke, and Jack Germond. FTP, name this loud-
mouthed editor of the National Review.

\John McLLAUGHLIN\

6. Abraham Lincoln suspended habeus corpus at the start of the Civil War, but that didn't
mean that the civil justice system was completely emasculated. For instance, the Supreme
Court set free a pro-South Copperhead agitator who had been sentenced to death by a
military tribunal. FTP, name the case which ruled that civilians cannot be tried by military
courts, even during wartime, if the civil courts are functioning.
